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Overview

Yellow Line Extension

The Chicago Transit Authority (CTA) is proposing to make transportation improvements by
extending the Yellow Line from Dempster to Old Orchard Road. CTA and the Federal Transit
Administration (FTA) will be preparing an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) that will evaluate
the environmental impacts of constructing and operating the extension. It is proposed that the
Locally Preferred Alternative will be a single-track elevated rail extension following the Union
Pacific Railroad right-of-way over Dempster Street, Gross Point Road, Church Street and Golf Road
before veering east to terminate at a double-track station between Edens Expressway and Niles
North High School south of Old Orchard Road. This extension includes 1.6 new route miles of
rapid transit to the existing Yellow Line, one additional station at Old Orchard Road, a new bus
terminal facility and a 430-car parking structure.

The proposed project is intended to:

e Enhance access to the concentration of institutional, employment and retail activity in the Old
Orchard Road area

e Leverage existing transit infrastructure to provide locally oriented rapid transit service

e Support local land use and development goals

o Alleviate traffic congestion due to expected growth in Skokie population and employment.

Public Participation Plan

The National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) requires evaluation of potential
environmental impacts associated with federal projects and actions. For this project, the
evaluation will be documented in an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS). An EIS will be
prepared to identify impacts related to project construction and operation.

The Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users
(SAFETEA-LU) is an act that governs United States federal surface transportation spending
and requires project proponents provide opportunities for public participation in
transportation decision-making. SAFETEA-LU incorporates changes aimed at improving
and streamlining the environmental process for transportation projects. It provides a
framework for carrying out the existing requirements under NEPA and other laws.

The EIS will cover a No Build Alternative, a Transportation Systems Management (TSM)
Alternative and the Locally Preferred Alternative. The EIS will describe the alternatives,
the existing environmental setting, the potential impacts from construction and operation
of the alternatives and mitigation measures to reduce or eliminate potential impacts.

The process of determining the scope, focus and content of an EIS is known as “scoping.”
Scoping meetings are a useful opportunity to obtain information from the public and
governmental agencies. In particular, the scoping process asks agencies and interested
parties to provide input on the proposed alternatives, the purpose and need for the
project, the proposed topics of evaluation, and potential impacts and mitigation
measures to be considered.
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Goals

Public Participation Plan for Next Phase

This Public Participation Plan covers activities and materials for the scoping phase only.
An additional plan will be provided to outline public participation activities that will be
done during the development and review of the Draft EIS and Final EIS.

The public participation plan is intended to guide CTA through a comprehensive public
involvement and outreach process for the Yellow Line Extension EIS scoping phase. The
program is flexible in order to respond appropriately to public and agency issues as they
arise. Itis anticipated that additional information will become available that will further
guide proposed activities. The dates and activities are preliminary and may change.

Two of the major goals of the NEPA environmental analysis process are to better inform
governmental decisions and to enhance citizen involvement. With these goals in mind,
the public participation program will:

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Format

The meeting will start with an open house format where members of the public and other
interested parties can view exhibit boards with project information. This informal setting
provides participants a chance to ask questions of project team members who
understand the project objectives and the alternatives.

The project team will be available to answer any questions during the open house and will
encourage people to make formal comments in writing or during the comment session. A
short PowerPoint presentation will follow, providing an overview of the Locally Preferred
Alternative, the NEPA process, the purpose of scoping, and the potential environmental
issues.

The meeting will end with a session where members of the public can provide oral
comments on the scope of the EIS. Each presentation will be set up to accommodate 100
attendees. Comments may be provided at the meeting by comment cards and during the
public comment session. A court reporter will take public comments and input at the
meeting and document the formal comment session. In addition, material will be
available with contact information for those who wish to submit written comments later
during the scoping period.

Comments will not be addressed during the meeting. The purpose of the scoping
meetings is to listen to people's concerns and to address them through the analysis in the
EIS. CTA will not respond to comments during the open comment period. The open
house portion of the meeting is intended to provide people an opportunity to ask
guestions and clarify their understanding of the project proposal.

The proposed heavy rail transit (HRT)
project area lies about 12 miles north of
the Chicago Central Area (commonly
referred to as the “Loop”). The limits of
the project area are Dempster Street on
the south and Old Orchard Road on the
north. The project area is bounded by
Interstate 94 (Edens Expressway) on the
west and lies within the Village of
Skokie. The project area is highly
developed, with significant residential
(primarily single family), institutional
facilities (government offices and
schools), transportation and commercial
(retail and office) developments.

The locally preferred alternative
(LPA) for the proposed Yellow Line
Extension project was approved by the
Chicago Transit Board for further study
in the EIS on August 12, 2009. The
proposed Yellow Line Extension would
extend the heavy rail transit line from
Dempster Street Station, the current
terminus of the Yellow Line, north
along the Union Pacific Railroad (UPRR)
right-of-way from Dempster Street to the
vicinity of Old Orchard Road. The
extension would include 1.6 new route
miles of rapid transit added to the
existing Yellow Line, reconfiguration of
the existing Dempster Street Station,
and a new station in the vicinity of Old
Orchard Road with bus access and
parking facilities.

Alternatives

The Yellow Line Extension Final
Alternatives Analysis Report (2009)

prepared by CTA identified three
alternatives for further consideration in
the EIS. The three alternatives include:
A No Build Alternative, Transportation
System Management (TSM) Alternative,
and the Fixed Guideway Alternative
(the LPA).

No Build Alternative: The No Build
Alternative is defined as the existing
transportation system, plus any
committed transportation
improvements. Committed
transportation improvements include
projects that are already in the CMAP
financially constrained Transportation
Improvement Program (TIP). The
Yellow Line project area has a number
of projects included in the FY 2007—
2012 TIP.

There are three intersection
improvements along Skokie Boulevard
in the TIP including the intersections of
Dempster Street, Golf Road and Old
Orchard Road. Road improvements in
the TIP that would most affect the
Yellow Line extension project area are
the widening of Old Orchard Road from
Harms Road to Skokie Boulevard and
the expansion of the northbound Edens
off-ramp lanes. In addition to a variety
of resurfacing projects, Dempster Street
is scheduled to be reconstructed and
widened to Central Road.

Bus transit service under the No Build
Alternative would be focused on the
preservation of existing services and
projects. Although outside the project
area, a significant transit improvement
included in the No Build Alternative is
the construction of a Yellow Line
station at Oakton Street to serve the
Skokie downtown and surrounding
developments. All elements of the No
Build Alternative are included in each
of the other alternatives.

Transportation System Management
(TSM) Alternative: A TSM Alternative is
proposed because it is required as part
of the New Starts evaluative process; in
this case, it does not meet the purposes
of and need for the proposed project.
The TSM Alternative is Bus Rapid
Transit (BRT) that would operate on a
1.7 mile alignment between the Yellow
Line Dempster Street Station and
Westfield Shoppingtown Old Orchard
Mall via Dempster Street, Niles Center
Road, Skokie Boulevard, Golf Road, and
Lavergne Avenue. Proposed BRT service
would operate in mixed traffic with
traffic signal priority on the Dempster
Street, Niles Center Road, Skokie
Boulevard, and Golf Road portion of the
route.

The TSM Alternative would not
include any intermediate stops. There
would be no exclusive lanes along any
portion of the route. The terminal stop
would be at the existing bus transfer

station located on the east side of Old
Orchard Mall. A new park and ride
facility would be constructed near the
proposed terminal stop at Old Orchard
Road. The TSM alternative assumes that
all bus routes in the study area will
continue current operations.

Fixed Guideway Alternative/LPA: The
proposed LPA would proceed
northbound on a single track alignment
within the UPRR right-of-way from
Dempster Street to the area north of Golf
Road. Beginning north of Golf Road, the
alignment curves east, paralleling the
east side of the Edens Expressway on an
elevated profile to the proposed
terminal location on the south side of
Old Orchard Road. The elevated profile
eliminates grade crossings between
Dempster Street and Old Orchard Road.

The LPA would include a new station
at Dempster Street to accommodate
longer length trains and support bi-
directional ridership demands. The
elevated alignment would place the new
station centered above Dempster Street
providing enhanced station accessibility
from the north and south parking areas
without requiring pedestrians to cross
Dempster Street. Bus transfer, taxi,
entrance and parking areas at the
Dempster Station would be reconfigured
for the new elevated station.

The terminal station would be located
east of the expressway and in the
northwest portion of the Niles North
High School (NNHS) property. The
transit station and associated facilities
would displace up to 230 parking
spaces currently in the NNHS lot to the
north of the campus. These spaces
would be replaced by a multi-story
parking structure with dedicated school
parking (to replace all displaced parking
spaces) and dedicated commuter
parking.

The LPA is 1.6 miles long and would
not include any intermediate stops. CTA
and Pace bus services would be rerouted
to pass through an off-street facility on
the east side of the rapid transit station
and continue to the existing bus transfer
station at Old Orchard Mall.

No existing residences, businesses, or
park/recreational areas would have to be
acquired to accommodate the HRT
single-track extension between
Dempster Street and Golf Road.

PROJECT OVERVIEW

The Chicago Transit Authority (CTA) is proposing to make
transportation improvements by extending the Yellow Line
from Dempster Station to Old Orchard Road. The Yellow Line
Extension includes 1.6 new route miles of rapid transit from the
existing Yellow Line, reconfiguration of the existing Dempster
Station and one additional station at Old Orchard Road with
new bus access and parking facilities.

Ex-prosecutor testifies
about Degorski confession

Talks about disposal of weapons, grisly details of massacre

At first, he was a bit eva-
sive and said he couldn’t re-
member much about the
brisk January evening.

But as the night turned to
day on May 17, 2002, James
Degorski slowly opened up
about how he and Juan Luna
brought a .38-caliber re-
volver, a knife and gloves to a
Palatine Brown’s Chicken to
carry out what has become
the area’s bloodiest mass
murder in recent history, for-
mer Assistant Cook County
State’s Attorney Michael
McHale testified Monday.

In his lengthy confession,
Degorski told McHale of the
horror he and Luna un-
leashed inside the restaurant
and how they disposed of the
two weapons in the Fox River,
McHale said. Degorski also al-
legedly recounted gruesome
details of watching the scared
skinny boy offer a wad of cash
in exchange for his freedom

and how the two older men he
shot were kneeling in the
cooler facing away from him
when he fired the bullets.

“He did tell me substan-
tially more information,” said
McHale — now a judge —
about the three-hour conver-
sation he had with Degorski,
capping off the pros-
ecution’s case. “His
statement to me was
reliable. . . . I be-
lieved him.”

Just two days af-
ter that interroga-
tion, Cook County
Jail emergency med-
ical technician Ale-
sia Hines said De-
gorski shrugged off
the murders as something he
engaged in for “fun” and ex-
pressed amazement at the
prominent news surrounding
his and Luna’s arrests.

“ ‘Oh, we made the front-
page news, ” Hines testified
Degorski said.

McHale spent the bulk of
his testimony testily re-
sponding to questions from

James

Degorski

Susan Smith, one of De-
gorski’s attorneys. McHale
assured Smith he read De-
gorski his Miranda rights,
made sure to ask him if he
needed anything to drink or
eat and that he wasn’t mis-
treated by Palatine officers.

McHale told jurors he also
asked Degorski if he
wanted to videotape
his confession, but
Degorski refused and
said cameras would
make him “nervous.”

During eight days
of testimony, prosecu-
tors never presented
a four-minute video-
taped interview of De-
gorski by authorities.

The tape shows Degorski
admitting his role — then
saying he does not want to be
videotaped.

“During the robbery, you
shot two people in the cooler,
and Juan shot the other five.
... Is that correct?” McHale
asks him.

“Right,” Degorski says.

Ex-prosecutor testifies
about Degorski confession

Talks about disposal of weapons, grisly details of massacre

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INTRODUCTION

The Chicago Transit Authority (CTA) is proposing to make transportation improvements by
extending the Yellow Line from Dempster Station to Old Orchard Road. CTA and the Federal
Transit Administration (FTA) will be preparing an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) that will

evaluate the environmental impacts of constructing and operating the extension.

PURPOSE OF THE EIS AND
SCOPING PROCESSS

In accordance with the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), CTA and FTA have initiated
the environmental review process for the Yellow Line Extension. An EIS will be prepared to identify
impacts related to project construction and operation. As part of the initial phase of the
environmental process, a public scoping meeting will be hosted to receive public comments on
the alternatives and issues that should be examined as part of the environmental analysis. This
public meeting is also a requirement of the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation
Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU), which requires project proponents to provide

opportunities for public participation in transportation decision-making.

The process of determining the scope, focus and content of an EIS is known as “scoping.” Scoping
meetings are a useful opportunity to obtain information from the public and governmental
agencies. In particular, the scoping process asks agencies and interested parties to provide input
on the proposed alternatives, the purpose and need for the project, the proposed topics of

evaluation, and potential impacts and mitigation measures to be considered.

PROJECT OVERVIEW

In 2006, the Chicago Transit Authority (CTA) and the Federal Transit Administration (FTA) began
the Alternatives Analysis process for the proposed Yellow Line Extension. As part of the two step
screening process, CTA has held two public meetings over the past two years in order to gather
input from the public regarding alternative options. CTA evaluated five alternatives and has
adopted the Fixed Guidway Alternative as the Locally Preferred Alternative (LPA) for further study
inthe EIS. The proposed Yellow Line Extension will be further refined during the conceptual design

phase of the project and is being carried forward for additional study in the EIS.
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PROJECT ALTERNATIVES
TO BE EVALUATED IN THE EIS

The EIS will include an evaluation of the following alternatives:

No Build Alternative

The No Build Alternative is defined as the existing transportation system, plus any committed
transportation improvements that are already in the Chicago Metropolitan Agency for Planning
(CMAP)FY 2007 - 2012 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP). Intersectionimprovements
at Dempster Street, Golf Road and Old Orchard Road along Skokie Boulevard are included
in the TIP as well as road widening improvements of Old Orchard Road from Harms Road to Skokie
Boulevard and the expansion of the northbound Edens off-ramp lanes. In addition to a variety of
resurfacing projects, Dempster Street is scheduled to be reconstructed and widened to Central
Road. All elements of the No Build Alternative are included in each of the other alternatives.
Summary:

* Existing transportation system

* Plus committed transportation improvements: intersection and road widening projects (see

above)
* Bus transit service focused on the preservation of existing services and projects

o Although outside the project area, a significant transit improvement included is the
construction of a Yellow Line station at Oakton Street to serve the Skokie downtown and

surrounding developments

Transportation System Management (TSM) Alternative

The proposed TSM Alternative is a Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) alternative that operates between
the Yellow Line Dempster Station and Westfield Shoppingtown Old Orchard Mall via Dempster
Street, Niles Center Road, Skokie Boulevard, Golf Road and Lavergne Avenue.
Summary:

* No Build Alternative, plus:

* Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) that operates between the Yellow Line Dempster Station and
Westfield Shoppingtown Old Orchard Mall

* 1.7 miles long with no intermediate stops

Heavy rail transit line extension from Dempster Station to Old Orchard Road
1.6 miles long with no intermediate stops

The proposed LPA would proceed northbound on a single track alignment within the UPRR
right-of-way from Dempster Street to the area north of Golf Road. Beginning north of Golf
Road, the alignment curves east, paralleling the east side of the Edens Expressway on an elevated
profile to the proposed terminal location on the south side of Old Orchard Road. The elevated
profile avoids grade crossings between Dempster Street and Old Orchard Road.
2 new stations:
1) The Dempster Station would be completely rebuiltto accommodate longer length trains
and support bi-directional ridership demands. The elevated alignment would place the
new station centered above Dempster Street providing enhanced station accessibility
from the north and south parking areas without requiring pedestrians to cross Dempster
Street. Bus transfer, taxi, entrance and parking areas at the at Dempster Station would

be reconfigured for the new elevated station

2) Terminal station would be located east of the expressway and in the northwest portion
of the Niles North High School (NNHS) property. Parking spaces displaced by the
project would be replaced by a multi-story parking structure with dedicated school
parking and dedicated commuter parking

CTA and Pace bus services would be rerouted to pass through an off-street facility on the

east side of the rapid transit station and continue to the existing bus transfer station at Old

Orchard Madll

Other alternatives may also be identified in the scoping process.

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PROJECT PURPOSE AND NEED

The purpose of the Yellow Line Extension project is to improve transit accessibility and provide
mobility options by better utilizing existing transportation infrastructure capacity. The investment
would also support the Village of Skokie's land use plans.

The need for the project is based on the following considerations:

* There is a significant reverse commute to the project area that is not well served by the current
Yellow Line terminal location

* Travelers on the existing system must make multiple transfers to reach activity and employment
centers in the project area

* Transit alternatives will allow a portion of project area trips to avoid continued growth in
project area arterial street and expressway congestion.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Throughout the EIS process, CTA will offer a number of opportunities for you to get involved
in the Yellow Line Extension project. Whether you want to take an active role in shaping this
project or just want to stay informed, CTA looks forward to your participation in the months
ahead.

THE DECISION MAKING PROCESS AND NEXT STEPS

After the scoping period, CTA will start preliminary engineering and prepare a Draft EIS. The

public will have an opportunity to comment on the Draft EIS during a 45-day public comment

period. During the review period, CTA will host public hearings to receive comments on the Draft

EIS from the public and agencies. CTA will then prepare a Final EIS that includes responses to

public comments.

The Federal Transit Administration (FTA) will consider the Final EIS and prepare a Record of

Decision (ROD) selecting the preferred alternative. Issuance of the ROD indicates that CTA has
satisfied all of the requirements of the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA). While CTA can

advance on preliminary engineering concurrently with the environmental analysis, the issuance

of the ROD will allow CTA to move forward with final design and construction of the Yellow

Line.

We
looked -- we actually built our work base off of a
feasibility study that was commissioned by the
Village of Skokie in the early 2000s that looked at
alternatives both for the engineering feasibility
and the cost of a new station at Oakton Street as
well as an extension of the Swift to serve
Old Orchard.

As 1 mentioned, we started the

Alternatives Analysis in 2006. We looked at a wide
range of transit technologies, different corridors,
different profiles, which refers to the position of
the transit facilities with respect to the ground.
We did a pretty extensive public outreach effort.
That included a public meeting in 2007 and a public
meeting in 2009. That study culminated with the
adoption of what"s called a Locally Preferred

Alternative by the Chicago Transit Board. That

adoption was made in August of this year. We"re
going to talk a little bit more about that.

I wanted to point out and, in particular,
give you the background that absolutely what we
looked at in the Alternatives Analysis will be
considered as part of the preparation of the
Environmental Impact Study. And the reason you"re
all here today is to help us determine the scope of
what we should look at in the environmental review.
And we are iInterested obviously iIn your opinions on
the likely impacts of the extension as it"s
composed, but also other alternatives that may
similarly or perhaps better address the
transportation challenges of the corridor.

The Environmental Impact Statement starts
with the meetings we"re holding tonight. We are
going to prepare it in partnership with the Federal
Transit Administration. The reason we"re doing

this study is because we"re going to seek federal

funding to help for the construction of the
extension. And any time you spend federal funds on
a large project, you have to comply with the
National Environmental Policy Act. And that

requires that you identify the potential impacts,

both positive and negative, to the human and
natural environment from both the construction and
operation of the rapid transit line.

The intent of this document is to be very
open, to inform members of the public as well as
decision-makers on both the positive and negative
impacts of the proposal.

To give you a sense of where we"re headed
with this project, as | mentioned, we started the
Alternatives Analysis back in 2006. The
environmental studies are starting now. The way
we"re going to answer many of your comments
tonight, in fact, all of your comments tonight,
will be in preparation of a draft Environmental
Impact Statement, and we hope to release that in
the 2010 or early 2011. There will be another
opportunity at that point to see what it is that we
identify and what the community strategies are.

At that point, we have to apply for
federal permission to begin further project
development. That"s the actual preparation of the
construction drawings and the final environmental

impact statement which reflects, again, a more

public input on the recommendation and

construction.

If we identify all the funds to do that
and we get federal permission, we think we could
begin construction in 2013. That"s very much an
ambitious goal. It"s not something that the CTA
can commit to because there"s a lot of things
beyond our control here, but that is what we think
is a likely timetable i1f everything went well.
That would put the line in operation to begin,
assuming everything well, by 2016.

We are going to be talking tonight about
alternatives to be studied in the Environmental
Impact Statement. |1 wanted to point out that as a
result of the Alternatives Analysis, we"re
recommending that three alternatives be considered
in a preparation of the environmental reference.

The first alternative is a No-Build
Alternative. It looks at what the impacts of the
environment would be from doing nothing iIn the
corridor other than sustaining existing transit
that we have now in place and perhaps road
improvements that are already planned for the
corridor.

The second alternative is called a

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Transportation System Management Alternative. It"s
a long word, but it really refers to a lower cost
alternative to the rail extension. The TSM
Alternative we have developed would be an express
bus. It would travel from the existing Skokie
Swift station at Dempster Street to 0Old Orchard and
to the courthouse. There may be an opportunity for
a park-and-ride at Oak Park in case the parking at
Dempster Street gets filled. We would also include
some technologies to help the bus trips by changing
the signals to advance the bus through the traffic
signal a little bit faster.

And finally what we have labeled the
Locally Preferred Alternative is an extension of
the Yellow Line. We"ll talk about it and I will
show you a map on the next slide. What we"re
proposing is an extension of the Swift which would
be built as an elevated extension. It consists of
rebuilding the Dempster Street station, elevated
and over Dempster Street, and then continuing north
again above the street levels as far as the Edens
Expressway where the line would turn and follow
Cook County"s right-of-way which is right next to

the Edens Expressway and end near Niles North.

This alternative is an elevated structure.
It"s a very different -- it"s envisioned to be a

very different construction than the elevated ones

columns. And it"s also a single track so it"s not
as wide as the old system.

I should mention that in addition to these
three alternatives, we will be taking comments --
and Sarah will mention this -- we will be taking
comments on other alternatives that you think may
better address some of the transportation
challenges in the corridor. That"s all I have.

I"m going to turn this over to Sarah,
who"s going to give you the ground rules for how to
accept comments.

MS. WALLACE: Thank you. Okay. Now we-"re
going to go to the public comment portion of our
meeting. |1 want to first mention, if you have a
cell phone with you, 1If you could please turn that
off or at least turn it to vibrate. We"ll make
sure everybody has a chance to be heard.

So as part of the comment process, these

are the areas that we need to cover and so these

are the areas that we would like to hear from you:
Purpose and need of the project; the proposed
alternatives; the proposed environmental issues to
be examined as well as potential environmental
effects and mitigation measures to be considered.
So if you would focus your comments there, that

would be most helpful to the process going forward.

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Some guidelines. If you haven®t done so
already, please fill out a speaker card, and there
are folks in the aisles that can collect those from
you and they"ll bring those forward. 1 will be
calling the speakers by name, and I will call two
or three at a time so that you can go ahead and
line up behind this microphone.

And you“re going to have three minutes to
comment. The Ffirst thing 1 want you to do is to
restate your name. | may not get it right, and 1
want to make sure for the record that we have your
name correctly. If I can"t read your writing very
well, 1 may even ask you to spell your name so that
we definitely have it In the record.

So you will have three minutes to comment.
And the good news is you don"t have to try to keep

track of that time yourself. So what we have up

front is a stoplight. You can all see the
stoplight. And right when you begin to speak,
that"s when you will be green. When you have

30 seconds remaining, it will turn yellow. When
you see it start flashing yellow, that means you
got 15 seconds; and when it turns red, that means
your time is up. It"s very important to stick to
those time frames so that we make sure everyone has
had an opportunity to come and put in their three
minutes.

IT you feel like it"s going to be a

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challenge to get your thoughts together iIn that
three-minute time period and share it with us in a
three-minute time period, we encourage you to
submit your more detailed comments in writing, but
we will ask you to stick to the three minutes
during the session today.

Because we"re here to hear from you, this
is your time for input, CTA will not be responding
to your comments tonight, but we will be
documenting all those comments in the scoping
report. We ask when you come forward also that you
direct your comments to the CTA, to Jeff and Darud

at the table here; but, again, make sure you keep

an eye on the stoplight so you"re aware of the
time. AIll right.

With that, we"re -- oh, yes. 1 must
mention that we have a court reporter here who will
be documenting the comments for the record. Again,
if we have any questions about the spelling of your
name and so forth, we"ll ask that to make sure that
that"s all accurate.

We do have a couple people 1 already know
that are going to need translation. People that
need translation are going to get a little extra
time.

Randy Roberts. 1°m an elected Village Trustee for

the Village of Skokie. 1 have two children who

graduated from Niles North High School. 1 love
that high school, and 1"ve attended many sporting
events there. 1°m a daily rider of the Yellow Line
and the Purple Line for my job to go downtown.

I*"m here tonight to speak in favor of the
expansion of the Skokie Swift, although I want to
say right from the beginning that 1°m not wedded or
committed to the specific alternative that the CTA
has chosen.

I understand from e-mails and letters that
I have received from residents that many people are
upset and do not like the proposed alternative; but
I think that -- 1 hope that we hear from the people
who are against tonight but also the people who are
in favor of because I think this is the biggest
public works project in the history of the village.

The economic development for our village,
the lessening of traffic congestion, and the

reduction of environmental solution for our village
Page 12
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woulld make us a first-class village if we can work
together as a village with the RTA to pull off this
expansion. So I"m willing to, as an elected
trustee, work with the citizens and work with the

CTA to make this happen. We worked for ten years

to get one single CTA stop in Oakton Street.

So this is a once-in-a-lifetime
opportunity. So | hope that the citizens of Skokie
and the surrounding suburbs will come together to
work with the CTA so that we can make this happen.
Thank you very much.

MS. YAMPOL: My name is Debra Yampol. 1 was
hoping --

VOICES: We can"t hear you.

MS. YAMPOL: Can you hear me now? My name is
Debra Yampol. 1 was kind of hoping that 1 wouldn®t
be the second person speaking, but the reality is
this: As a parent with teenage children and
children who want to participate in things at the
high school and everything else who don"t drive,
and 1"m not really in a position that 1°m going to
buy them a car, to have a way that they can get to
school and be -- sleep a little bit longer, get
home a lot faster, have a much more direct route,
to me is a really positive thing.

In addition, | watched the impact of the
Oakton Station as far as more businesses wanting to

come in, more residences being built, more condos;

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and, hopefully, there will be revitalization that

will come to downtown Skokie. [If this has any type
of similar kind of effect, 1"m hoping -- I"m not
saying which type of route might be the best
because, truthfully, I"m not familiar enough with
them, but the idea of it and the idea of what it
would offer I think is an incredible thing.
I*m sorry, | don"t have three minutes

worth to speak.

MS. WALLACE: Please hold your applause and
we"ll be able to --

MS. TIDHAR: Hi, my name is Gabriela Tidhar.
I"m a parent of sophomore at Niles North. And I"m
happy to be the first person verbally to disagree
with everything that everybody is saying.

(Applause.)

MS. WALLACE: Please hold your applause. That
will take away from her three minutes of speaking.

MS. TIDHAR: Seven years ago, we brought
property in District 58 which is on the far north
end of Skokie so that our child could go to Niles
North. 1 don"t think if 1 would be having a child
going into Niles North in six years that 1 would be
very happy to know that they would be willing to

put a parking lot in my child"s school let alone a
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major CTA line dropping off. 1 don"t think there®s
any school in the state or on the North Shore that
has a parking garage probably due to safety and
security reasons. My daughter is 16 years old or
going to be 16, and I would be really -- 1 would
never let her park in a parking garage for the
safety issue.

I think what"s happening here is -- and
I"m a little upset with our village administration
that we"ve hired is that they"re selling out our
children®s safety supposedly (applause) parents of
a child at Niles North. It looks as if we are
going down the same road that Wall Street is.
We"re putting money first and people second.

MS. WALLACE: I ask you please to hold your
applause. We"re going to have folks with all Kinds
of things to say, and we"re ready to hear them, but
we don"t want to cut into people®s time. Hold your
applause. And also we can"t hear people comments
clearly.

Stuart Ross, James ''Len' Fair, and
David Patt. Would you please come forward?
MR. ROSS: My name is Stuart Ross. 1°m a

homeowner directly -- that would be directly

18

affected by this proposal. My daughter is also a
freshman at Niles North. We purchased our property
in Skokie ten years ago. Had 1 known about
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something like this, I don"t think 1 would have

ever purchased where we have lived very happily for
ten years.

With that said, 1 have a couple comments
about this whole process. Number one, supposedly
there has been public input up to this point.

There has been no knowledge of any -- myself or any
of my neighbors that any of this was going on. And
it"s very troublesome. 1It"s very much like the
condos that went up across the Edens Expressway
from us, a very big zoning variance that just all
of a sudden, boom, it"s there. And it"s changed
everybody“s life.

IT there is this proposal, which someone
made in a couple of minutes here, I would like to
know where they came up with the name locally
preferred because it is not locally preferred.

That is absolute ludicrous to think that this is
locally preferred.

I think locally preferred from the group

of people that have come out would be, if anything,

to expand the buses, to do -- your Ffirst two
proposals make a lot of sense. To put in a rapid
transit system for this short distance does not
make sense. The impact not just on the environment
but the quality of life for everybody in Skokie 1is
going to be a huge, huge difference.

One of the other things is having somebody
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that does drive that gets on the expressway morning

and night at Old Orchard Road, that exit already is
a zoo especially at holiday time when people do
come and shop more often at Old Orchard Mall. It
is dangerous. It is crazy. In the mornings, |
drive up Lawler every day to go to get on the
highway at Old Orchard; and, again, Kkids driving to
school every day, that"s dangerous. And this is
already. |If there is a huge amount of increase in
that traffic, it is going to be even more
dangerous, more of a zoo, much more difficult.

So the final thing that | hate to say

MS. WALLACE: Thank you.
MR. ROSS: I"m done.
MR. FAIR: James '"Len"™ Fair. 1 live at

5122 Grove. I"m a Skokie residence. We bought the

house in 1956 In Skokie. This is my third house
here. 1 bought another house on Edens Highway near
Touhy. And 1 finally moved over to this spot that
is quiet. The trains used to come through there.
If you lived in Skokie for a while, you know what
that is.

So my neighbors -- and I haven™t met
anyone that agrees with this yet. 1 think the
mayor has just listened to what we have to say and
put it down. Thank you.

MS. WALLACE: David Patt and Lisa Lipin and
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Nancy Gatta.

MR. PATT: [I"m David Patt. 1"m a homeowner
near Golf and Crawford, nearly two miles from the
site. 1"m also the past president of the Niles
North High School PTSA.

I think having a rapid transit stadium --
I"m calling it a stadium -- around the school is
not good planning at all. It"s a very poor choice.
This 1s not going to reduce congestion. It will
increase congestion. There will be more people
coming here, more people driving. A commuter

station will attract people wherever you put it.

So you"re not addressing any specific

local need. |If you do feel that there is any, you
can always add bus service.

This plan violates at least 6 of the 13
environmental statement categories you have listed.
It will increase parking problems in the school.
You will have now conflict between commuters and
students and staff and teachers. You need to
police those areas to make sure that the students
and the school officials have places to park. You
need to police it to make sure that loiterers don"t
bother the people coming to the school, and this
will have to be done all hours of the day and
night.

This is one of the jewels of our
community, and I think It"s wrong to sacrifice the
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welfare of the school for the benefit of I don"t

know who.

MS. WALLACE: Nanciann Gatta and then
Lisa Lipin and then Gerald Gross.

MS. GATTA: Good evening. My name is
Nanciann Gatta. 1"m the superintendent of the
Niles North High School District 219 which includes
Niles North, Niles West, and Niles Central High

schools.

Our school district has already gone on
record with the CTA about a number of outstanding
concerns and questions about the proposed Yellow
Line Extension to Old Orchard Road. Because we
have taken a lot of calls and questions from
concerned parents, | appreciate you being here
tonight, and community members, about the school
district"s position on the issue. 1 thought it was
very important for me to speak here tonight.

At its August 12th meeting, | stated
publicly to the CTA Board of Directors downtown
that the agency must address the district®s concern
given the fact that the proposed extension would
inevitably impact Niles North High School. We have
extremely limited space at the Niles North campus
where we serve about 2,200 students daily. The
site is landlocked, and we"re already challenged by
having parking for staff and students in a very
confined area that must accommodate school bus and

Page 19
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other vehicle access.

Due to space constraints, we work very
hard to juggle providing adequate room for athletic
practice, competitions, extensive usage for our

schools, for our extra-curricular activities, and

by outside community groups. We®ve simply run out
of room.

I want you all to know tonight that the
Locally Preferred Alternative is not for
District 219, Locally Preferred Alternative.
(Applause.) With that being said, we are working
with the CTA. We"ve entered into the public record
of the CTA Board a detailed list of our outstanding
concerns. We"ve registered as a participating
agency in the CTA"s formal scoping process with the
Federal Transit Administration so that we have a
seat at the table while the Environmental Impact
Statement is being prepared.

And we have several representatives here
tonight from the school district so we can hear all
of your comments in attendance so that we can note
any additional items or issues that may not already
be on our list. We at the District 219 high
school, we want to educate our students in a safe
and secure environment, and we take that charge
most seriously.

We also value our partnership with the
village, with the CTA, with parents, and members of
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the community. | thank you very much for your time

24

tonight, and 1 thank you all for being here.

MS. WALLACE: Lisa Lipin, Gerald Gross --

A VOICE: Could you wait until the applause is
done to state the names because the first few names
are getting lost?

MS. WALLACE: 1 would ask that we hold the
applause.

VOICES: We"re asking you to wait.

MS. WALLACE: I understand. And I would like
you to hold your applause. Lisa?

MS. LIPIN: My name is Lisa Lipin. 1™m the
parent of a Niles North student and also an Old
Orchard Junior High student. 1"m also the PTA
president at Old Orchard Junior High.

I believe that the LPA is a dangerous and
unwise proposition for our community. 1, too,
woulld like to know who the locals are that prefer
this plan? 1, like many others in the room
tonight, didn"t have a clue that the CTA had
approved the LPA until after the fact. | would
have liked to have been part of the process but had
no idea that meetings had been ongoing over the
past couple of years on the issue.

I think that the CTA and the Village of

25
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Skokie should have sent letters home, made calls,
whatever they needed to do so that all residents
were aware of the plan to extend the Yellow Line
and the processes involved in determining the LPA.

Many are here tonight because of an
extensive community outreach, which | participated
in, neighbors, friends, the school PTA. Most
people 1 have approached to tell them about the
CTA"s plan were completely unaware.

The LPA infringes upon Niles North as
preferred by actually running on the property and
terminating smack in the middle of the Niles North
parking lot, and it"s going to have a bus depot and
a parking structure that would be built to
accommodate transit users and students.

District 68 PTA, along with the Niles
North PTA, feel it is very dangerous to have a
parking lot that is to be shared by high school
students and transit users at large. It is not a
matter of speculation, but some of the CTA patrons
will be involved in the legal system as part of the
plan is to run a bus from this stop to the Cook
County Courthouse at Old Orchard Road. In 2008,

1,581 felony cases were heard at the court along

with 8,647 misdemeanor cases. Obviously, the court
is pretty busy.
The 1l1linois Criminal Code

prohibits registered sex offenders from coming
Page 22
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within 500 feet of a school as well as a park. And
Niles North is not only located by the expressway
but right across the street from Lawler Park. The
LPA will put a bus depot and a parking lot on Niles
North property which will violate this 500 feet
limit if any of the transit users are registered
sex offenders.

IT Illinois lawmakers felt the need to
enact such a law, 1 want the CTA to abide by this
law to ensure the safety of our students from the
potential threat of sexual predators.

The LPA also raises a concern as to the
environmental impact on the high school. As
proposed, the project is going to have a noise
impact on the school which will prove disruptive to
the students. It"s going to have a property impact
by disrupting or making the school move some of iIts
facilities, including electrical, sports, and the
theater. And we are the number one fine arts

school in the country, last I heard. And it"s

going to create added pollution from buses and
traffic brought to the school property.

The safety of our children is of the
utmost importance. My hope is that after hearing
public comment tonight in opposition of the LPA
that the CTA will consider a new alternative to
meet the transportation needs for the 21st century

that does not put the safety of our kids at risk.

I"m a 56-year resident in Skokie. 1°m also a
retired CTA bus driver.

And after looking at -- first of all, I™m
not an expert on environment. And I have already
testified at the August CTA Board meeting that I™m
against this project. And if it was something that
woulld bring someone from Dempster Station right
directly to the west entrance of Macy"s or

Bloomingdale®s, it might be a worthwhile project.

But it doesn"t even come close to doing that.

As far as I"m concerned, it"s a project
somewhere in the range of $300 million that would
be way, way too expensive for the few people that
would benefit. It"s my tax money. |1 wish they
would have even dropped this a lot sooner and
stopped spending money on the studies.

And, again -- 1 mean, my pet name for the
project, I call it The Three Bridges to Nowhere.
That®"s all 1 have. Thank you.

MS. WALLACE: Could you restate your name and

spell it so we can make sure we have it right?
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MR. LEVIN: My name is Schal (phonetic) Levin,
L-e-v-i-n. I"m a Skokie resident for many, many
years. | remember when we had a train going across
Church Street.

What I would like to say is that we all
have these negative points, and the best valid
points against this project is the environmental
project should be stopped. And what 1 would like
to say to our mayor, if he"s here --

VOICES: He"s here.
MR. LEVIN: It says this process right now is

going on. What can you do, Mayor, to stop it? And

I think it"s about time that the people here which
represent our government should not be run by the
government.

MS. WALLACE: Irma Katz, Charley Yale, and
Ron Abrams.

MS. KATZ: Hi. I1"m lrma Katz. 1 am one
hundred percent against putting this terminal at
Old Orchard -- 1 mean, at Niles North, but that"s
not what I"m going to talk about today.

I went to Google Earth to see where these
tracks were because | didn"t know anything like
that existed. And what I found in between
different areas is lots of land along the tracks.
And 1 already talked to you about it. And if you
go north, go under the Edens Expressway and just
continue along the tracks, you can end up at OIld
Orchard Road halfway between the courthouse and
halfway to Old Orchard.

And there®s gobs of parking there.
There"s that -- that"s that area where Ruby Tuesday

is. The Title building is there. There"s a huge
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parking lot there. Gobs and gobs and gobs of
parking. And a one-story brown structure in the
woods that might need to be sacrificed, but that

would be a whole lot better than sacrificing Niles

North. And it"s right by the courthouse, and we
don"t have to deal with people having to be bussed
over the expressway, an expressway, by the way,
that goes like this.

And also 1 would like to say that | never
understood -- I have lived in Skokie for 30 years
now. | never understood why there would be the
Howard Station and then the Skokie Swift at
Dempster. It never made sense to me why there
wasn"t a stop at Oakton, why there wasn®"t a stop at
McCormick. Why would they have done that? Now I
see there"s going to be something at Oakton. |1
thought that was great.

And 1 think it"s also great that it goes
to Old Orchard Road. And look on my map. The
tracks go further, which you also know. And 1
heard that there are plans to possibly put this
into Northfield eventually which means if it goes
into Niles North parking lot, they"re going to say,
Oops, we"re done here, we"re going to get rid of
this, now we"re going to go back to the original
plan. Just stick with the original plan to begin
with.

So that"s what 1 got to say.
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MS. WALLACE: Charlie Yale, Ron Abrams, and
then Ilene Diamond.

MR. YALE: Folks, can you hear me? Everybody
can hear me? 1 got something to say about this.
I"m very grateful that you people are speaking up.

I work with the organizations and 1
represent all the unions. This is my dream of a
big union hall where all union members are fighting
for something. You see me wearing the hat. 1%m
located downtown at the union hall, Local 241.

I don*"t like what"s going on right now and
the people are speaking out. It"s a huge rally or
a boycott of all union members, it reminds me. Now
I got something to say about this.

I got a lot of seniority. 1°m involved
with every union in the City of Chicago, multiplied
with organizations. People should join in and
fight back what®"s going on in their neighborhood.
People won"t tolerate what"s going on now.

I am shocked to see so many people here in
this crowd. This reminds me of a union hall. 1
have a lot to say. 1°m the high command downtown.
I work at 600 West Washington. That"s over 600
employees 1™"m involved with, 241 and 308. With the
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health care reform, 1"m in the high command.

There®s a lot of people involved. This reminds me
of it. |1 was on the 241, a club that was on the
south side, and they have been hell like crazy for
health care. |1 met a lot of union members. You
see me wearing this hat.

This reminds me of the biggest union hall
of the City of Chicago. You people should fight
back with what"s bothering you on that map. I"m in
a big crowd. (Applause.) Remember that.

IT you people show me respect, 1 give you
mine. 1°m here to fight back. |1 belong to Local
308 and 241. It"s a big union. We need unions
right now. 1"m involved with them completely all
around the clock. Tremendous administration and
everything else. They"re fighting for a lot of
things and the high command.

IT you show me respect, you get respect.
But 1 see a lot -- a hundred thousand people here.
This reminds me of a biggest union hall in the City
of Chicago. And if you demonstrate, 111 be with
you. You want to take action? You may not like
me, but I say it"s too bad. If you show me

respect, you get respect.

What"s on that map now is disgusting. I™m
here to fight. It"s disgusting what"s going on
right now. This reminds me of a big union hall
completely. Over a thousand members downtown.
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That®"s all 1 got to say.

MS. WALLACE: Ron Abrams, and llene Diamond,
and Larry Steiner.
MR. ABRAMS: My name is Ron Abrams.

Considering the current economic situation
in Skokie, any additional financial burden would
not be welcomed especially since we all will have
to share this burden.

IT 1 had to choose one of the CTA options,
it would be an express bus, a bus that could maybe
operate between 7:30 and 9:30 in the morning and
4 to 6 in the evening, Monday through Friday.

The only positive | see is that a very
small percent of people may save 10 to 15 minutes
on their commute versus all the negatives which
would include a reduction of our property values.

I think the CTA should be more concerned
with reversing its current stance of discontinuing
certain bus routes in Chicago which has put a major

burden on many people. That"s all 1 have to say.

MS. WALLACE: |Ilene Diamond, Larry Steiner, and
Alexandra Patera.

MS. DIAMOND: My name is llene Diamond. 1 live
on the 9600 block of Laramie Lane.

We have been protesting this structure
since the onset of the plan. What 1 do want to say
first 1s that 1"m questioning the ability of this
committee that is from the CTA. The map is not
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correct. If you look at the map, and if you want

to bring it up or you look at your copies, you look
up past Golf Road, and near the structure, just
east of where the structure is going, there"s a
street there that"s named Sherwin. That is Weber
Lane. That"s number one.

Number two, our street, Laramie, north of
Golf, is not in existence whatsoever. | have lived
there for 23 years. We have other homeowners that
are there. 1"m the president of our homeowners
association. We are back to back with Niles
North"s south field.

I*m not going to repeat the fact that we
do feel that it is a major safety issue, but we do
not want to see the structure infringing on the

value of our homes. What most people don"t realize

is that even if this is built above ground, it will
be abutting many, many, many homes in the Skokie
area. It will be right behind our homes and it
will devalue our property.

It will also devalue the privacy issues
that we have had. The crime issue has gone up
already iIn Skokie this year and in the surrounding
suburban areas, and we feel it will bring In an
element to Skokie to our wonderful private
community and our beautiful community that we don"t
want to have, we don"t want to see. So thank you.

MS. WALLACE: Larry Steiner, Alexandra Patera,
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and then Barbara Markovitz. State your name and be

sure to speak directly into the mic.

DR. PATERA: Good evening. My name is
Alexandra Patera. |1"m a resident of Skokie. 1
have children who are going to be going to 219
soon.

The very first thing 1 wanted to say is |
actually use the CTA a lot and 1"m usually for
public transportation. [I1"m not one of those
parents who will have children driving to school.
Most likely my children will be walking, even

though it might be a little bit over a half a mile.

Second, 1 would like to say that the name,
the Locally Preferred Alternative, is indeed a
misnomer as others have noted. But my main
objective is that 1 don"t understand how somebody
could even think of putting a terminal, a public
train terminal that brings the general population
and, specifically, a population that is going to be
going to the courthouse as was noted, on a high
school property. 1 mean, that is just
unconscionable to me.

I could probably live with the
unsightliness. | could probably live with a lot of
the other issues, but where that terminal is being
placed is just unacceptable. In fact, 1 tried to
do a search to see if there were any other train
terminals located in a high school. 1 couldn®t
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find any, you know. So why should we be the first?

I don"t want to experiment on my children, thank
you very much.

Moreover, the patrons of Old Orchard, they
drive. The workers that go to Old Orchard are
going to have to take -- they could take the
shuttle from Dempster to Old Orchard. Or 1 like

the proposal where why not follow the train tracks

and put the terminal in the forest preserve? |1
think the deer could sacrifice a little bit of
space there. 1 would rather the deer sacrifice the
space than my children, frankly.

In any case, the so-called Locally
Preferred Alternative will require some kind of
shuttling because nobody is going to be walking
from where the terminal is going to be to neither
the courthouse nor to the Holocaust Museum. So
shuttles are going to be required anyway. Why not
just have them go from Dempster, be direct stops to
the mall, direct stops to the courthouse, and have
nothing to do with a high school?

The other note that I wanted -- that 1 had
was that | was surprised that the --

MS. WALLACE: 30 seconds.

DR. PATERA: -- that the alternative that
involves just the buses is actually cheaper than
the Locally Preferred Alternative, so to speak. So
why are we even having this discussion if the
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alternative is cheaper? Anyway, that"s all | have

to say. Thank you.
MR. STEINER: My name is Larry Steiner. |

think we all know that security issues at our

39

schools have only increased over the years. |1
think our local political people should know this.
The security has only increased over the years at
these schools. The cost of it has increased. |
don®t know how they could even think about doing
something like this to bring all this extra traffic

into a school area. It seems to me that It"s just

ridiculous.
Security is -- security issues are just
rising, and it"s a cost to the local people. Is

the CTA going to come in and pay for security at
these schools and the parking lot?

And the property values are going to
decrease in the local community. | don"t even
understand how the Skokie Village could even look
at something like this seriously. It"s a travesty
to the community. Thank you.

MS. WALLACE: Barbara Markovitz,

Lisa Silverman, and Sophia Theodoropoulos.

MS. MARKOVITZ: Good evening. My name is
Barbara Markovitz, a parent of a sophomore. 1™m
very proud of my daughter. I, unlike a lot of
homeowners, | was living -- 1 am from Skokie
originally. 1 went to Niles East. | was living in
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West Rogers Park. 1 had a beautiful townhome. 1
actually sold my townhome for my daughter to go to
the schools in Skokie. She went through all the
School District 68 and Niles North. 1"m very proud
of her. She"s on the tennis team. She"s ranked
number one. 1°m hoping that the future of the
tennis team will continue because the extension of
the Yellow Line, I"m told, will vibrate the Niles
North School. 1t will also go through the tennis
courts. So there goes any other future parents of
children with any athletic ability.

I"m very saddened by this extension. 1
also wanted to note, | remember reading In the
Pioneer Press about a prior Skokie native that made
a difference in Skokie. He put his own money into
where the Skokie Swift is, where now the Starbucks
is. This Skokie native put his own money into a
dwindling Skokie Swift. They were going to stop
using the Skokie Swift; and now, all of a sudden,
this Yellow Line is moving on out somehow. Very
disappointed.

Does this person get reimbursed for the
money they put in? 1 don"t think they“"re looking

for that. 1™m very proud of this individual to

take their own money and make Skokie a wonderful
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place to live and bring up children.

I also remember Old Orchard Mall. People
wanted to come in and close the mall down. Another
brave individual kept the Old Orchard Mall an open
mall, which 1 think everybody here today would
agree that that was the greatest thing ever to keep
Old Orchard an open mall.

Also 1 believe one of the trustees said
that the biggest -- this would be the biggest
venture for Skokie. 1 don"t know if that"s true or
not because, once upon a time, the deep tunnel was
the biggest project that went on for years and
years and years, and all the Skokie homeowners know
about the flooding and putting in sewers for the
basement and ongoing flooding issue. 1 think that
might be the biggest -- so, again, 1 am a Skokie
native and really care.

I have also moved three times in the last
three years because unfortunately I™m —-

MS. WALLACE: 30 seconds.
MS. MARKOVITZ: -- renting property right now.
And I have even written a letter to the

superintendent who was kind enough to speak here

today and give her input about the Niles North. As
a parent, 1"m very concerned about lockdowns, very

concerned about who"s going to come in on these EI

tracks. Again, they suggest putting an elevator

system.
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MS. WALLACE: Thank you.

MS. MARKOVITZ: I believe they have that in
Las Vegas.

MS. WALLACE: Thank you.

MS. MARKOVITZ: They work great in Las Vegas.
I just wanted to close and say --

MS. WALLACE: Thanks.

MS. MARKOVITZ: -- you know, what happens in
Skokie stays in Skokie.

MS. WALLACE: Lisa Silverman,
Sophia Theodoropoulos, and Christine Heredia.

MS. SILVERMAN: Good evening. My name is
Lisa Sillverman. 1 would like to state that I1"m a
graduate of Niles North High School and my husband
graduated from Niles East. We returned to Skokie
21 years ago and bought a home close to Niles North
so our children would attend there. 1°m very proud
to say that my younger child attends Niles North

currently.

I would like to address this issue of how
the proposed Yellow Line Extension would affect the
safety of all of those along the 1.6 mile route it
would follow. Ending at Niles North High School,
the extension would pose risks to the safety and
the well-being of the students; but others would
also face safety risks. Because the extension
would pass through five residential neighborhoods

between Dempster Street and Niles North.
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Many homeowners in these neighborhoods
have signed a statement opposing the proposed
Yellow Line Extension. We now have over
350 signatures, an increase from the original
183 names we submitted to the CTA Transit Board on
August 12th. These signers are concerned about the
likelihood of the structural damage to their homes
from the vibrations of constant train traffic.
They are concerned about the property values,
whether they live right next to where the tracks
would be or within a few miles.

They are also very concerned about the
safety risks that an elevated track would pose,
jJust as elevated tracks attract vagrancy and other

problems in urban areas. Has anyone considered the

risk of young children or teens climbing the
support girders so they can play a game of chicken
with the train? These residents are also concerned
about the noise and eye sore that an elevated track
would bring to their neighborhoods.

It is true that freight trains used to run
in the same location, but their frequency was two
or three times a day, and they stopped running more
than a decade ago. The proposed extension would be
quite different running several times an hour the
majority of each and every day.

Some say that the residents who live near

the commuter train tracks get used to the noise. |1
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woulld like to say that making the choice to live
near an existing commuter line is one thing.
Having that choice imposed upon you is quite
another.

Residents of these neighborhoods recognize
the safety risk that the extension would pose to
the Niles North students; and many of these
families, like mine, include Niles North students.
I do not see the safety issues facing Niles North
and the residential neighborhoods as separate.

They are part of the same equation.

MS. WALLACE: 30 seconds.

MS. SILVERMAN: That is why the logical and
much less expensive alternative would be to return
to the express bus option rather than an elevated
rail. Expanded transit is fine, and it seems
necessary given the development in the northwest
part of Skokie in recent years; but we should not
have the commuter train running through residential
neighborhoods ending in a high school parking lot
to achieve it at the expense of thousands of
residents and thousands of high school students
alike. Thank you.

MS. WALLACE: Sophia Theodoropoulos,

Christine Heredia, and Julie Naumiak.

MS. THEODOROPOULOS: Hello. My name is

Sophia Theodoropoulos. [1"m going to speak with a

lot of passion. 1 have three boys. Two have

MS. WALLACE: Could you get a little closer to
the mic?

MS. THEODOROPOULOS: Sure. 1 think it"s
incompatible to have a high school with a train

station because of safety, security, congestion.

Everyone before me has stated all the obvious
issues. | don"t think they have to be rehashed.

I just want to appeal to everyone here.
How can students feel safe going through this
parking lot? This is their school. This is not
supposed to be like, you know, a public open space
left for everyone. They"re supposed to feel secure
and safe there.

Unfortunately, train stations, et cetera,
they attract homeless people. They attract
transients. The parking structures that they"re
talking about building on the school grounds are
not safe. There"s parking headaches then. More
parking headaches for students, teachers, coaches,
visitors. There"s a lack of space. All that"s
been discussed.

There®s noise. The noise for our students
that this is going to cause. Trains make noise.
They rattle and whatever. Okay. And how are Kids
going to concentrate? We want the best education

possible for our students. And, obviously, from
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other residents in the area, they don®"t want this.
I work with special ed children. |1 think

this will impact them. Special ed children get

very agitated by noise, by change, by the
congestion there is going to be. They"re going to
feel fearful and scared.

Our village is changing. It"s inevitable;
but this isn"t in our students® best interest. |Is
progress really progress? We are at a crossroads.
Everybody in this room. We are at a crossroads.
Let"s decide on behalf of our children and their
safety.

MS. WALLACE: Christine Heredia, Julie Naumiak,
and Marda Dunsky.

MS. HEREDIA: Hi, guys. My name 1is
Christine Heredia. | have been living in Skokie
for 27 years. Although I may not look that old. 1
am 27 years old. 1°m an alumni of not just
Devonshire but Old Orchard Junior High and Niles
North as well. 1 live on the 9600 block of
LeClaire and Golf. 1°m right on the corner.
Literally Niles North is my backyard.

I went to Niles North. |1 was a
cheerleader. 1 was a Vikette. My brother was on
the gymnastics team. We are very school oriented,
school pride. The pride parades are made in my

garage. Our home is basically like a boarding
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house to all of the Niles North students.

Our community has changed a lot. In last
week"s Skokie Review, if you guys have not read it,
my neighbor and I wrote a letter to the Mayor, to
the head coach department of Niles North and Niles
West, to the principals of Niles North and Niles
West, to the Skokie editor, and to the chief
sergeant of the Skokie Police Department, and 1
want to read a little excerpt of this:

The coach®s advice to the team football
parents that the fight was prompted by students
from outside our schools. When we learned that the
investigators made a special effort to come out to
our school yard, it became an even more
disconcerting -- it became even more disconcerting
knowing that the village plans to extend the
Skokie Swift Yellow Line directly into Niles
North"s parking lot making access to our children
easier for this type of violence and disturbance.
There are other options that should be considered
that could have a positive impact on the area
without sacrificing our school grounds.

I know that this is -- has been said by

many people here. 1°m a teacher for the Skokie

Park District. 1I1°m a preschool teacher. 1I™m a
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student at National Louis University, both the

Skokie campus and the downtown campus. | take the
train to school every week. And 1 walk to the
Skokie Yellow Line. And 1 take, you know, the

Red Line transfer and 1 go downtown.

And what"s so wrong with walking? You
know, we have obesity in this country. Child
obesity. Why? Because we want the freedom for our
children to get dropped off in the parking lot. |
used to walk in 8th grade from Old Orchard Junior
High to my school -- to my home, I"m sorry, at the
9600 block of Golf and LeClaire. Why not walk?
Why not use bikes? Why not use more public
transportation if you guys are so concerned about
our economy and our children?

I would also like to thank the Mayor of
Skokie. I am a student of his.

MS. WALLACE: 30 seconds.

MS. HEREDIA: He was a professor of mine, and 1
think he is a very intelligent man, and I think
that he will take all this back and he will listen
to everything that we"ve had to say. 1 guess my

time is up.

MS. WALLACE: Julie Naumiak, Marda Dunsky, and
Howard Frank.

MS. NAUMIAK: My name is Julie Naumiak. 1 have
lived in the northwest quadrant of Skokie for
22 years. We"ve maintained and improved our home
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while enjoying the quiet neighborhood, convenience

to quality schools, shopping, and public
transportation. My husband and 1 have raised two
children in the school district, and we value their
safety and those of all other students.

I remember the rumbling of the Union
Pacific Railroad freight trains that used to pass
through our neighborhoods a few times each day;
but, like my neighbors, | was greatly relieved
those trains stopped running more than a decade ago
and when the tracks were pulled up.

The Skokie Swift extension that the CTA is
proposing would be much worse than those freight
trains. A commuter train that would run 16 hours
every day, several times an hour would be a
constant noisy intrusion in our quiet
neighborhoods. It would also increase traffic in
an already busy area and pose safety risks to Niles

North High School students because the end of the

line would be built in the school®s north parking
lot.

I am a proponent of public transportation.
I ride the Skokie Swift while traveling downtown,
but 1 do not understand why the CTA is supporting
this proposed extension when other options exist
that cost substantially less and would not have
adverse effects on student safety and our
neighbors.
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I have been a real estate broker in this

area for 26 years. Location is a key factor in the
value of any real estate. In my professional
experience, it is already difficult to sell homes
in northwest Skokie due to the proximity and
perception of noise from Edens Expressway and the
visual effect of the Commonwealth Edison power
lines. It is one thing to move by choice iInto an
area with a location objection. It is quite
another for a location objection to be imposed on
that neighborhood.

IT the Yellow Line is extended as
proposed, it will have a negative impact on the
value of our homes which already have declined in

this economic downturn. The quiet we enjoy will be

disrupted. The elevated tracks will be an eye
sore, and traffic congestion on Golf Road and all
around Old Orchard Westfield Shopping Center will
increase.

More than that, the extension will have
negative impacts on homeowners beyond these
adjacent neighborhoods. An elevated train station
at Niles North with a track cutting through the
campus grounds will adversely affect the entire
school district which comprises about two-thirds of
Skokie. Homebuyers with school-aged children will
avoid this district.

As a real estate professional, 1 would
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like to state clearly, this proposed extension will

have a negative impact on the property values of
every homeowner in the Niles North district.

The CTA should adopt a plan for expanded
use of buses. The commercial space on the south
side of Dempster Street that is adjacent to the
current station has stood empty for years, and it
is ideal for a new and improved bus terminal. This
would make wasteful expenditure for an elevated
train extension unnecessary.

MS. WALLACE: Thank you. We"ll look forward to

your written comments. Could you give me one
moment? |If there"s anyone here who needs Russian
translation, our translator needs to leave at
8 o"clock. 1 want to make sure you have a chance
to speak.

Marda Dunsky.

MS. DUNSKY: Good evening. The concerns about
the proposed Yellow Line Extension that we"ve heard
here tonight are so many, and they®re so obvious
that we should also be addressing another concern.
How did we get here? How has this process gotten
this far with so few residents knowing the details
of the proposed extension and with the CTA Transit
Board having already approved it?

The answer is simple. Bad planning. 1
woulld like to ask the CTA and Village of Skokie
officials here tonight, do you know, do you have
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any idea how many households are located within two

blocks of where the proposed elevated track would
run? The answer is about 1500.

There are about 1500 housing units in Ffive
neighborhoods that are located within two blocks
east and west of where the track would run. The

majority of these units are single-family homes,

and a conservative estimate is that at least 4,000
people live iIn them.

Here®s another question for the CTA and
Village of Skokie officials: Do you know how many
homes are located less than 500 feet from where the
track would run? The answer is 62. There are 62
single-family homes less than 500 feet from where
that track would run.

Add these questions and these concerns to
the ones we"ve already heard about Niles North
student safety and the cost of the rail extension,
and the conclusion is clear: When a plan is so
fraught with obvious and serious flaws, when the
benefits of such a plan are so overshadowed by its
deficits, then there is only one reasonable logical
approach to that plan. Scrap it. Please, | ask
you please, please scrap it, and then develop a
different solution for better transit in northwest
Skokie.

How about this for a starting point? Get
off the train and get on the bus.
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I would like to say that there is a

petition drive that"s been going on for the last

six weeks. We started out with 183 signers. We
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now have 357. That"s still a small number. There
are six people in the room with clip boards. If
you would like to sign the petition, find one of
them or -- and listen to this please, I will say it
slowly -- send us an e-mail at

www . skokiereasonabletransit@yahoo.com,
skokiereasonabletransit@yahoo.com. Tell us your
name, your address, your street address and that
you oppose this and we"ll put you on there.

One other announcement.

MS. WALLACE: Time is up.

MS. DUNSKY: One other announcement. Two weeks
from now tonight --

MS. WALLACE: Howard Frank, Ken Lubowich, and
David Hartmann. Would you state your name?

MR. FRANK: My name is Howard Frank. 1 have
lived in Skokie for over 40 years in District 68,
219. 1 put three kids through the 68 schools and
through Niles North.

When this all started over six years ago
in 2003, 1 discussed some of the same issues with
some of the same people who are sitting at the dais
this evening. Their presentation was at a joint

Village of Skokie, CTA meeting held at Village
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Hall, and the outcome of the meeting was heavy rail
transit was the only alternative that made any
sense.

Today, we"re being faced with heavy rail
transit as being the "Locally Preferred
Alternative'”. $300 million to build an elevated
train 1.6 miles from Dempster to Niles North with
one customer in mind, and that®s Old Orchard.
Okay.

When this whole thing started six years
ago, our mayor got up and said they wanted to make
public transportation available to a number of
locations: The hospital; the courthouse;

Old Orchard; and now the Holocaust museum; and
National Louils Institute. How can a train satisfy
all of those requirements? It can"t.

To Julie™s point about the strip mall just
adjacent to the current Skokie Swift station at
Dempster, there was an article iIn the paper last
week where the village has taken steps to access
that strip mall for an expanded bus terminal.
That"s what we"re all talking about. Why not just
have the shuttle bus make a loop potentially from

the Swift to Skokie Hospital, to Old Orchard Road,

to 0Old Orchard, to the Holocaust Museum, to the

courthouse, to National Louis University, to
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Old Orchard, back to the Swift? One loop, couple
of hybrid buses, minimally environmental impact.
Routes can be added as needed. If the Olympics
come to Chicago, pick up two hotels on that route
for people to get to the Dempster station and on.
There®s so many other comments that 1
wanted to make, but It"s just not going to happen.
We are having a meeting as Marda tried to say on
October 7th at the Skokie Public Library. Those of
us with clip boards have that information. Thank
you.
MS. WALLACE: Ken Lubowich, David Hartmann --
A VOICE: Why don"t you use the mic to announce
the names? We can®"t hear you.
MR. HARTMANN: 1"m David Hartmann. There"s
somebody before me.
MS. WALLACE: Ken Lubowich, are you here?
David Hartmann. And I do want to let folks now
that at 8 o"clock we"ll take a short break so
people can use the facilities and stretch for a few
minutes and then we"ll reconvene.

MR. LUBOWICH: 1"m Ken Lubowich, graduate of
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Niles North. First of all, shame on you for
letting this go so far. It"s not a matter with the
security issues. |If there"s going to be a problem,
it"s when there"s going to be a problem. Okay.

1"d also like to address that your

mathematics are bad. On your sheet, you show the
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travel time -- 1 can™"t go through all of this --
travel times from Old Orchard Mall to Howard,
minutes, 11 minutes. You have got that written
down, 11 minutes, right? Okay. 8 minutes is your
schedule from Howard to Skokie Swift. It takes
30 seconds maybe for a stop at Old Orchard and
Skokie Swift. To go 5.1 miles from Howard to
Skokie Swift in 8 minutes, you are traveling
38.25 miles an hour.

The distance of 1.6 miles you have got to
travel -- if you"re traveling at 35 miles an hour,
you"re not going to get that, you got 2 minutes and
-— 2 minutes and 45 seconds. So you“re already
over 11 minutes. And now you got to walk from the
train at Niles North to Old Orchard. It takes over
5 minutes. 1°ve walked it. |1 suggest that you on
the board go and walk from Niles North to

Old Orchard. 1"m talking Macy®s on the west side
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where the bus terminal 1is.

This is a ridiculous idea. You could have
a shuttle bus that will go from Skokie swift
directly to Old Orchard and you"ll make it in less
time than it takes to take this train and to walk
to Old Orchard. $270 million is your cost versus
essentially the cost of what all your studies are.
Thank you.

MS. WALLACE: David Hartmann; and the next

person, 1"m going to try to spell what 1 can read
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here, 1 will have to have you clarify your name,
H., A-m-e-I-1-m-d or n-n. So when you do come up,
please pronounce your name and spell it for us.

MR. HARTMANN: Good evening. David Hartmann.
Before 1 start, I would just like a show of hands
of everybody in the room who is opposed to this
project as it stands? Okay. Keep your hands up.
Mayor Van Dusen, Trustees, | urge you to look at
these people. This is a small sample of the people
of Skokie who are opposed to this project, 1 would
imagine a large number of whom are registered
voters. Thank you.

I grew up in Evanston at Dewey and

Bramble, a block off of the Swift. |1 live today at

East Prairie and Kirk, a block off of the Swift.
All of you are opposed to this because of noise and
disruption to your home; yep, it"s going to happen.
Live with it. You“"re going to hear the trains,
you"re going to hear the toot-toot; and ever since
they started running them on the weekend again,
boy, has that been a problem. But I"m not talking
about that tonight.

The project as it stands would be a
combination of what I would call reckless
endangerment of our children and an attractive
nuisance. We"ve already talked about the people
getting off the train. This project will provide

people who otherwise have no business whatsoever on
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school property, will give them a reason and an
excuse to be on school property. That"s part one.

Part two is -- and anybody -- 1"m 51 years
old. Anybody my age ever cut class to go to
opening day at Wrigley Field? Okay. What"s going
to happen, you are going to have people wandering
out of the class, hopping on a train, and heading
down to Addison.

If you ask the Skokie Police, ask a

patrolman off the record how they feel about their

job right now, they"re going to tell you they are
overworked, and they are overworked. We are
understaffed, our police department. This is going
to introduce a problem.

Somebody mentioned sexual predators on
school campus, felons, people charged with
misdemeanors on school property. It doesn"t belong
on school property. Not to mention the riders
we"re going to see. 1 have an office space in the
Westmoreland building, not to mention people who
are going to seek free parking at the Westmoreland
building or Old Orchard because they don®"t want to
pay the buck or two to park in the parking lot.

So much to say, so little time. You know,
we"re talking 270 million which we know, with cost
overruns, will be 350 to 400 million before this is
over. We"re talking about this money in some

abstract way as i1If this wasn"t our money, but
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that"s tax money.

I"m going to urge the CTA not to waste
your time or our tax dollars even going so far as
to do a draft EIS. Thank you.

MS. WALLACE: State your name and spell it for

us.

DR. AMELIMD: I*m Dr. Amelimd (phonetic). 1I™m
in the practice for the last 28 to 30 years, and
I1*"m glad that 1"m citizen of Skokie. And as I
mentioned before, I want to briefly just mention
that the best plan is no plan.

And also, as a physician, 1 should say
this plan is hazardous to your health. And to me,
there are few factors, because there"s no time for
me to explain, but I just briefly am going to
mention, there would be noise pollution. Second,
it"s going to increase the crimes. There"s already
crimes in Skokie, and it"s increasing. And also
it"s de-valuing our properties and our health and
also In the peaceful way that we are living right
now. Please stop this plan.

MS. WALLACE: Let"s take five minutes, if you
need to use the facilities, stretch your legs and
then we"ll get right back at it.

(Off the record at 8:01 p.m.)
(On the record at 8:18 p.m.)
MR. AKBAR: We want to resume. So please come

in and get settled.
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MS. WALLACE: Thank you. 1 want to take a

minute and go over our guidelines again. There
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were a lot of people that arrived after 1 had done
so previously. So, again, we got a few more of you
that still want to speak. If you have not turned
in a speaker card, please turn that in and give it
to us. I"m calling speakers by name. 1°m calling
two or three at a time so that you can line up and
get ready.

When you come to the microphone, be sure
to speak very close to the microphone and speak
directly into it. Restate your name, and then you
will have an opportunity to comment. And we are
going to be strict on the three minutes. That"s in
order for everyone to get their turn and to be fair
about it. Three minutes is the time limit. And I
will have you stop at that point.

The light will turn yellow when you have
30 seconds left. The light will flash when you
have 15 seconds; and then, when it turns red, it"s
the end of your comment period.

We would ask you to hold your applause.
When you do applaud, what happens is you are
cutting into the person®s time that is currently
speaking. And then 1"m trying to get the names out

to keep people moving and it"s hard for people to
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hear. 1 understand the enthusiasm you may have for
folks® comments. 1 would ask you to hold your
applause, please.

Again, we"re not responding to comments
tonight, but we are reporting them. We have a
court reporter here who is documenting your
comments for the record.

Okay, with that, let"s have lra Brown,
Rosemary Tate, David Hupp. Please come forward.
Ira Brown, are you here?

A VOICE: He just left. He had to leave.

MS. WALLACE: Rosemary Tate, David Hupp, and
Amber Wood.

MS. TATE: Good evening. |1 have walked up a
far distance to say, this is not a good idea.
Please don"t do this. 1 ask for my grandchildren
and all their friends who are students in
District 68. Thank you. Good night.

MS. WALLACE: Rosemary Tate. Remember,

David Hupp, to state your name when you come to the
mic. Thanks.

MR. HUPP: My name is David Hupp. 1°m a
resident actually up from Northfield. 1 don"t live

in Skokie.

First, I actually do support the extension
of the Yellow Line as heavy rail in concept.
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Second off, I was listening to all the concerns

about the security of having a rail station in the
school. And I hadn®"t thought of that. It makes a
lot of sense. It"s kind of surprising. It doesn"t
seem that it had been considered as much in the
past.

My comment would be that -- one thing 1
think that®s very important to look at this
project, it"s not just about this particular like
area just right around the actual extension. It"s
important for the transportation system of the
larger regions as a whole. In the past, 1 know
that the CTA has had long-range concepts of
extending the Yellow Line possibly up to Lake-Cook
and may have considered that in like 15 years.

But the proposal, as it stands, it seems
relatively shortsighted in that it just seems like
just a clever little extension up to the mall
instead of looking at the bigger picture of the
possibility of further expansion of the system as
demand changes.

And it also seems unusual to have only one

track going up to -- as part of the extension
because there®s nowhere else in the entire CTA
system where the line has one track. It seems like
kind of cheaping out.

On one hand, I know it"s very, very
important that the line be safe to the
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neighborhood, be safe to -- safer to pedestrians

and the people who live in the area; but it seems
like the -- having the entire line be elevated is
overkill and probably a waste of money and actually
would maybe even increase the amount of noise
pollution.

It seems like it would make more sense --
I mean, obviously, you need grade separations at
busy roads, but it would seem to make a lot more
sense to put that money towards sound barriers that
would also keep people living around the tracks.

MS. WALLACE: 30 seconds.

MR. HUPP: It also just seems weird that with
the massive expansive empty land by the courthouse
and the existing bridges that they would stick --
that they would stick a station in an area that
already seems to be starved for land and also has

massive security issues. 1°m supportive of putting

an extension to the courthouse.

MS. WALLACE: Thank you. Amber Wood,
Chris Kite, and Cynthia Gonzalez Latin.

A VOICE: Chris Kite left.

MS. WALLACE: Is Amber Wood here?

MS. GONZALEZ LATIN: Good evening. 1I™m
Cindy Gonzalez Latin. I"m afraid that what®s on my
paper pretty much everybody has already said, and
let it just be said that 1 can say ditto to most of
the people here in regards to not having any kind
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of parking structure or bus depot or termination --

that"s a good term -- termination facility on the
Nilles —- in the Niles North property.

It"s interesting because my son is
currently a sophomore at Niles North, but I"m not
here tonight because of him. He won"t even -- his
class will not even be affected by this. So why am
I here? 1°m here because 1 think it"s so important
that we think of all the kids in Skokie, not just
our particular ones.

And I also thought if down the line, let"s
say this goes through, and there"s a parking garage
in Niles North, and somewhere down the line

something happens to a Niles North student or

something happens to a kid playing with his friends
at Lawler Park, 1 would be so ashamed of myself
that when 1 had the opportunity to speak against
this proposal that I didn"t. So I want It on
record that Cindy said this is a bad proposal.

And 1 strongly -- thank you -- 1 strongly
-— 1 also want to remind the mayor and our village
trustees that we elected them and they are to
represent their constituency, and I"m not thinking
that"s happening. So 1 strongly urge the CTA,
Mayor Van Dusen, the village trustees to reconsider
this extension issue, this extension proposal,
especially the part that has anything to do with
Niles North property, and put the safety needs of
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all Skokie children as a top priority. Thank you.

MS. WALLACE: Dipak Jhaneri, Charles Kite, and
Lina Hoffman.

A VOICE: Charles Kite left.

MR. JHANERI: Good evening. My name is
Dipak Jhaneri, and 1 live on 9537 Laramie in
Skokie. A couple days ago, | wrote -- sent an
e-mail to our respected mayor, Mr. Van Dusen, and
I"m just going to read that.

I strongly oppose the extension of
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Skokie Swift Line train to the Old Orchard Road. 1
live on 9537 Laramie near the train track since
last 20 years. The noise of the train as well as
other public approaching to the area is very
annoying. Crimes are increasing every day. 1 do
use Yellow Line train several times a month, and it
does not bother me to park my car at the Dempster
Street parking lot.

I have noticed that CTA and RTA Board
Transportations are very good for the commuter. |
have also noticed that commuters using CTA and RTA
buses are not only going to the mall but are also
going to different directions using RTA buses to
the neighboring suburbs of Morton Grove, Niles,
Park Ridge, and even to the airport.

There are so many other alternatives
besides destroying the quality of the life of the
taxpayer of the village. We have never broke
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village code and never forgot to pay our taxes. So

why do spend -- right now the cost is 270 million
is what you"re saying. It could be very more than
400, 500 or 600 million dollars, taxpayer dollars
for extending 1.6 mile track and destroying the

quality of life of the citizens. And that"s only

for possibly 200 commuters a day to the mall area?
CTA has express buses from the Dempster Street to
mall. This will not cost 400 million tax dollars.
You can use that for improving quality of life of
the citizens of this great village.

I"m a proud Skokian and 1 think, Mayor,
you are, too. | request you to reconsider your CTA
favoritism for the sake of the quality of life for
the residents and listen to the proposed track for
the extension of the line as well as the children
going to the Niles North High School. Thank you.

MS. WALLACE: Charles Kite is not here, right?
I do want to remind folks, if you have to leave,
and I understand some people will, written comments
are accepted until October 27th. So you still have
a chance to get your comments into the record after
tonight.

Lina Hoffman, then Bonnie Jacobson and
then Paula Harris. [Is Lina Hoffman here?

A VOICE: Bonnie Jacobson left.
MS. HARRIS: I am Paula Harris. 1 live on the
9500 block of LeClaire. 1 moved to Skokie for the
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high school. I have a senior at Niles North and a

daughter who will be entering Niles North next

year.

From the presentation, the brief
presentation that we received tonight, 1 saw
absolutely no demonstrated need as to why this is
even being considered. 1 have seen no numbers, no
statistics as to how many people will be using
this, what would be the economic benefits for the
community. It appears that there®s a delicate
balance between economic development and safety,
and | suspect that the economic development is
winning over.

And 1°m very concerned about the negative
impact on Niles North High School, particularly,
the loss of the facilities, the increased
congestion; but the utmost of everybody®s concern
is the safety of the students and faculty. It"s
been stated before, and 1 just want to reiterate
that.

Increased police protection was something
else that was brought up and, again, has not been
addressed at all in any of the -- obviously in the
presentation that was made. The loss of -- and |
also did not see anything about the impact on the

loss of private property. 1 know that this is
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probably on some lines, but what is going to be the
impact on the properties abutting the train line?

You know, at First when I came in here, |
thought maybe there might be an alternative to
perhaps, you know, having this extended to the
courthouse; but, after hearing the comments here,
I"m re-thinking that. And 1 take the bus to the
train to go downtown many times. So 1 think the
bus transportation is good in Skokie, and 1 think
it can be enhanced.

And they were talking about different
options for traffic lights, synchronization and
things like that to make things go smoother. There
has to be way much more consideration looking at
those kinds of issues and not extending the train
line for that really short distance that I think is
going to be a huge negative impact on all of us in
Skokie. Thank you.

MS. WALLACE: Ben Bleadon, Mary Neuhaus, and
Margaret Bell.

MR. BLEADON: My name is Benjamin Bleadon. |
am a 48-year resident of Skokie. | graduated out
of East Prairie High School, now Niles High School.

I currently have children at Old Orchard Junior

High and at Devonshire Grammar School. I will have
children at Niles North when this project opens, if

it ever opens. 1 have a son who will be going
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there next year. 1 have a daughter who will be
going there in four years, and I will have a
daughter who will be going there in eight. So 1
definitely will be impacted here.

I have not heard one positive thing that
this line will bring to the community. If you had
to sit there and try to come up with an idea to,
number one, decrease property values iIn the
village, two, increase crime in the village, three,
increase people®s fear of what"s going to happen to
them in this village, this is the perfect plan.

My next comment is, you know, to the
mayor. You see that most of the people -- probably
the majority of the people, except for a handful,
are against this. They"re also voters. And we
also know -- 1 don®"t know how many people realize
this, they were just all re-elected. So he doesn"t
come up for a vote in four years.

So my question is this: Since there is
no redeeming value to this project, who is gaining

from it? Who is going to get a job from the

companies that are building this? Who is going to
be getting a job from Westfield after they get
their pension from the government? Follow the
money. | hate to be a little bit cynical about
this, but since nobody here as a public official
has to run for election again and their pensions

are vested, follow the money. Thank you.
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MS. WALLACE: Mary Neuhaus, Margaret Bell, and
Nancy Sher.

MS. BELL: 1"m Margaret Bell.

MS. FRANK: My name is Gail Frank. 1™m a
resident of the Skokie for about -- I"m a resident
of Skokie -- Gail Frank. 1°m a resident of Skokie
for about 40 years.

A few of us have been following this
project of the proposed extension of the Yellow
Line for at least six years now, and it has been
moving right along from one stage to the next.
Before this project gets to its final phase, we
woulld like CTA to finally address the following
questions in their environmental statement:

Will somebody actually walk the area to
see where CTA wants to build the Yellow Line

Extension and If there is enough room to have an
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elevated structure? Will it be determined whether
it"s feasible to move the electrical towers, bury
the power lines, or run an aboveground structure
between them if they are not moved, if the towers
are not moved? When will it be determined whether
there®s enough clearance between the electrical
towers and the elevated structure?

My husband who"s an engineer, electrical
engineer would not like to ride a train that is
that close to high tension wires.

Will it be determined that our property
Page 65
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values will go down because of noise and vibration?
And how will CTA hide the hideous structure? Will
traffic congestion on Old Orchard and Golf Road and
Lawler and exiting Edens Expressway be assessed?
Will the cost of extra police to patrol the new
station be considered -- the station be considered?

Will realistic ridership numbers be
addressed of people who will actually ride the
Yellow Line at Old Orchard Road in the middle of
the week when its ridership is now declining? Will
it be determined if the CTA has to run a shuttle
bus anyway to serve other areas besides Westfield

0ld Orchard Shopping Center that there is no

76

purpose of this extension which will only destroy
our community both physically and aesthetically?

Will it be determined that our elected
officials are not listening to the voices of their
constituents and that CTA has not responded to us,
the residents?

MS. WALLACE: Mary Neuhaus, Margaret Bell, and
then Sharon Glaser.

A VOICE: She"s gone. Sharon Glaser is gone.

MS. WALLACE: Then Ross del Rosario.

MS. BELL: My name is Margaret Bell. 1 grew up
in Skokie my whole life, and 1"m now a homeowner
and property owner. |I"m a registered voter in
Skokie and a taxpayer.

Just iIn today"s Sun-Times, there was an
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article about CTA Board Chairwoman, Carol Brown,
and her cohort, Vice Chairman Susan Leonis,
resigned on Tuesday. In the article, it said, Ever
since she started, the CTA has had one crisis after
another. There is no money. And she was a good
person running things, and she®s had trouble ever
since she®s been working there. She®"s done a fine
job, but there®s no money. And it took years to

get a bailout through Springfield.

Why the CTA would want to spend millions
more, millions more money on a short little
extension of elevated train to Old Orchard when
there®s already buses that go there makes, as
everyone seems to say, no sense.

The CTA is now -- my grandmother worked
for the CTA. She was an agent at the Argyle
station years ago, and she was the first to tell me
that the stations are dangerous. | have taken the
CTA. 1 was a commuter student to
DePaul University. The Fullerton station was
dangerous. You could get mugged there.

The CTA has money problems. They have
trouble maintaining the property that they have
now. They have trouble finding money to pay bus
drivers, give them a contract. The bus drivers do
a fine job, but they"re not paid. They"re having
trouble keeping their current property maintained.

If you go through Evanston, which 1 love Evanston,
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20 I was born at St. Francis Hospital because Skokie
21 didn"t have a hospital at that time, but the worse
22 part of Evanston is the CTA line. It"s an eye
23 sore, and that"s what"s going to come to Skokie.

24 ITf CTA can™t maintain the property they

have now and take care of their employees now, how
in the world do they expect to do it with an
additional project? |If they wanted a green
solution, they could put a bike path or something
through the current train tracks.

But, frankly, Skokie has done a nice job
cleaning up the area where the North Shore tracks

used to run. It"s just gotten so it looks pretty

nice along there. But as we stated, there is a big

10 power plant that"s --

11 MS. WALLACE: 30 seconds.

12 MS. BELL: -- just north of Church Street. I™m
13 running out of time?

14 Okay. 1 just want to go on record as

15 being against the extension. It"s an elevated

16 train that would be an eye sore. There"s going to
17 be noise pollution. Again, the poor track record
18 when it comes to maintaining property. | don"t

19 want to look out my backyard and see an elevated
20 train.

21 And how many and which homes and

22  businesses will need to be bulldozed to make room
23 for this train route, station, and parking? |1
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would like that answered. Thank you.

MS. SULLIVAN: Hi. 1°m Mary Sullivan. 1 would
like the Yellow Line to go to Old Orchard. 1"m in
favor of it because 1 go to the mall a lot and I
enjoy mall-walking and it would mean less
connections for me to have to make. Right now when
I mall-walk, 1 take the 54A a lot. Sometimes when
I have taken the Yellow Line, I have waited like 20
minutes to a half hour for a bus. [I"m in favor of
it. That"s all 1 have to say. Thank you very
much.

MR. del ROSARIO: Good evening.

MS. WALLACE: Ross del Rosario, and
Susan Kumar, and Diane Peterson.

MR. del ROSARIO: My name is Ross del Rosario.
I live in the 9500 block of Laramie.

1"d just like to say that I would like the
CTA Board to reconsider its decision to approve the
LPA as its preferred alternative. 1 think it"s a
flawed process. |1 think it"s a little bit
premature to choose an alternative when you
actually don"t have environmental impact
statements. You"ve already made a choice. | think
it"s a little bit reversed. The process -- the

process 1 think is flawed the way you guys are
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doing this.

I take the Yellow Line on a regular basis,
and 1"m not against extending the line, but I think
we need to do this and choose an extension in a way
that incorporates true public participation,
community acceptance. Thank you very much.

MS. WALLACE: Susan Kumar, Diane Peterson. Is
Susan Kumar here?

A VOICE: 1 guess she went home.

MS. WALLACE: Diane Peterson, Roy Erik Swenson,
and Gary Dolinko.

MS. PETERSON: 1°d just like to say I™m
actually appalled that our elected officials
allowed this to be called the locally preferred.
Obviously, what they tried to do is not allow us to
even know what®"s going on.

They"ve chosen the single most expensive,
least flexible. It puts our Kids in jeopardy from
a safety perspective. It denigrates the
educational system in Skokie which is really one of
the keystones of why this is a great place to live.
It puts everybody®s safety at risk. We fully
expect crime to go up. We already have a crime

problem. And house values might decline.

I can"t see anything good about that. The
only good thing 1 can see is | would like to say
thank you to every one of the people who came here,
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my friends, my neighbors, strangers | have never

met, but 1"m proud of all of you. Some spoke
passionately, some eloquently. Some did their
homework which was very, very impressive. And many
jJjust knocked on all our doors so we would know this
was happening.

I*m not proud of my elected officials.

I"m not real impressed with the CTA; but I™"m
impressed with every one of you sitting in these
chairs who live in Skokie.

MS. WALLACE: Roy Erik Swenson, Gary Dolinko,
and Yemimma Lipschultz.

MR. DOLINKO: My name is Gary Dolinko. [1°m the
chairman of Neighbors for Strong Schools.

I moved to Skokie with my family for three
reasons: Schools, parks, and programs. We send
our children to school every day with the hopes
that they will be safe and that we can go to work
and not worry about them. We"ve all heard the
stories tonight. They"re going to put 30 foot

concrete pylons through -- not only through Gross

Point Park, but right through Jane Stenson, right
into Niles North.

I understand that you want to feed more
people to the courthouse. That"s the idea here.
But putting this in a school is not only
ridiculous, I think it"s abhorrent. 1 know the
money is coming from federal money, but It"s our
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tax money that it"s coming from.

I live in Skokie. 1"m very proud of
Skokie, but 1 drive along Oakton east. 1 drove
along Dempster west. And what do | see? Building
after building after building of boarded up
businesses.

Village Trustee Randy Roberts made a
statement, and 1 respectfully disagree when he
said, This will make Skokie a world-class city.
Putting a train in the middle of a school yard is
not going to make it a world-class city. What will
make the city of Skokie, what it should do, is
think about economic development on some of these
areas that are barren waste lands of businesses.

Now this won"t affect where 1 live. |
live in District 73 1/2. 1"m probably one of the

farthest away from Old Orchard. But if you think

I"m going to take my car, drive to Dempster, get on
a train because it"s taking me to Old Orchard and
instead of just driving there, it"s not going to
matter. |If you want to feed more people to the
courthouse, and that"s where it"s going to end up,
then feed the station at the courthouse where
there®s plenty of room.

I have a 10-year-old son that plays
football on a feeder team at Niles North. |If you
think I"m going to sit there and worry about people
getting off that train when he"s there, you"re
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crazy.

The Village of Skokie needs to think about
the Village of Skokie and the residents of Skokie
and to build that. Thank you.

MS. WALLACE: Roy Erik Swenson, Leo Dombrowski,
and Yemimma Lipschultz.

MR. SWENSON: Good evening. My name is
Roy Erik Swenson. My father started building our
home in 1949. 1 have been in Skokie since 1950,
went to Lincoln Junior High and Niles Township High
School. I saw the Edens Highway being built.

I like the idea of some type of project,

but several things come to mind with this one. And

these are the questions 1™"m asking:

With the elevated track starting at
Dempster, will pedestrians have to climb stairs to
the elevated platform? |If so, how will handicapped
people be moved up to the platform? How will
bicycles be moved up to the platform? How much
property will be taken away from Niles North? How
many proposed floors high will the school parking
lot be?

And my comment about Oakton Street at
Skokie Boulevard station is with how traffic busy
east and west is, movement is right now, what is
the estimated extended time usage proposed for
station stops both ways? Are we going to sit there
for two minutes and then have a train come the
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other way? |Is it possible that an elevated track

can be built over Oakton?
And one more thing, | have been Santa at

Old Orchard off and on for five years, and that"s
why I have my beard.

MS. WALLACE: Leo Dombrowski,
Yemimma Lipschultz, and Michael Boersma.

A VOICE: Yemimma Lipschultz left.

MR. DOMBROWSKI: My name is Leo Dombrowski. My

wife and I have lived iIn District 68 for 15 years.
We have two sons, both of whom go to Niles North
High School.

I have to say, this proposed extension,
this thing is an absolute outrage. This is going
to destroy the character of our neighborhoods, and
it"s absolutely going to destroy the character of
our high school. And for what? Why would the CTA
spend $300 million of our tax money which equates
to $200 million a mile for this extension when
existing bus service is already adequate?

And if the point of public transportation
is getting people from Point A to Point B, you
don"t have to do this. Run the buses. Run a
shuttle. This is also not going to take a single
car off the road. No one who goes to -- who goes
to the high school, who goes to the shopping center
is going to leave his car at home simply because
the CTA has extended the Skokie Swift by a mile and
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a half. There"s going to be no reduction of

pollution. That"s an absolute charade.
And another thing. | have yet to see any
model or any artist rendering of what this thing is

going to look like, especially what the terminal is

going to look like at Niles North High School. If
you people have models®™ or artists™ renderings, |1
urge you, | suggest to you you better keep those
things under wraps because, once those things come
out, that is absolutely going to doom this project
when people get an idea of what this thing is going
to look like.

It"s an absolute outrage. It should be
stopped. All this money should be spent on
something else. If transportation is the issue,
and 1t is, this isn"t the way to solve it.

MS. WALLACE: |Is Yemimma Lipschultz here?

A VOICE: She left.

MS. WALLACE: Michael Boersma, Joan Hakimi.

MR. BOERSMA: I"m Michael Boersma. 1°m a
resident of Skokie for the last 15 years. | have a
son who goes to Niles North right now.

I pretty much share the concerns of
everyone who expressed their thoughts about the
line. I"m just going to speak specifically about
the Niles North terminal.

I don"t believe it"s an acceptable
solution. 1 looked at the draft report on line and
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I don"t understand why the western alternative was

rejected. The arguments against that were very
unpersuasive to me. The only argument that was
made about it, it"s farther away from Old Orchard.
But looking at the maps, looking at satellite
pictures, it"s certainly much more feasible than
putting two parking garages on a very small parcel
of land.

I also hope when the analysis of this
project is done, we look at more than just the
environment, but what the impact is for the
taxpayer in terms of additional police needs.
Would we need to widen Old Orchard Road to
accommodate the traffic that would be involved
here? Do we need to fix Old Orchard®s interchange
there which is already one of the worst exchanges
on the Edens Expressway?

It seems to me that there®s a lot of
things that have not been thought through. It"s
almost like a solution looking for a problem. IF
the idea is for an economic benefit, I haven®t seen
economic benefits materialize on Dempster yet where
the terminal is right now.

So 1 hope that more thought is given to

the project, the alternatives, especially the bus
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routes that were mentioned, that they be given more
serious consideration. Thank you.

MS. WALLACE: Joan Hakimi, P. K. Senn, and
Bonnie Fell.

MS. HAKIMI: My name is Joan Hakimi. [ came
here originally tonight because 1 was outraged by
the i1dea of a CTA parking garage in the parking lot
of Niles North High School; and, as I have been
sitting here, 1 have been taking notes and 1 have
become more and more outraged, not just by the idea
of the parking garage, but I found myself thinking
about an expression kind of -- 1 apologize, it"s
kind of an obnoxious expression that my father used
to use when he felt that somebody was trying to put
something over on him. He would say, Don"t spit in
my eye and tell me it"s raining.

And 1 thought of that when 1 heard that
Skokie trustee talk about how this project would
enhance the quality of our lives. And | thought,
Don"t spit in my eye and tell me it"s raining.

I"m still trying to figure out how this
will enhance the quality of our lives as Skokie
residents. The next thing 1 tried -- 1 was

thinking about was that whatever you do should be

-- your behavior should be determined by your goal;
and 1"m trying to figure out what the goal is. And
I don"t recall ever hearing any resident of Skokie

say that we need a way to get from the Dempster
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station to Old Orchard, that this is a particular
problem. I"m trying to figure out what the
transportation issue is that we"re solving with
this expansion.

As Skokie residents, we have a way to get
to Chicago on the train. 1 regularly take the
Skokie Swift and the Red Line into Chicago. |1 also
regularly drive to the Howard Street station, park
my car and take the Red Line.

We don"t need this to help us get to
someplace. So it looks to me like we"re looking at
building a nuisance and an expensive project to
bring other people into Skokie. 1 don"t know that
that benefits us. No, 1 know that it doesn”t.

The other thing 1 found myself thinking
about was that, as 1 said, 1 often take the
Red Line into Chicago, park my car in the parking
structure at Howard and take the Red Line; and 1
was then trying to envision that parking structure

at Niles North High School. That parking structure

at Howard, the elevators almost never work. The
stairwells smell like urine. It"s dark. It"s
creepy. 1| don"t want that in the parking lot of
anybody®"s school. Don"t spit in my eye and tell me
it"s raining. Thank you.

MS. WALLACE: P. K. Senn, Bonnie Fell, and
Mariano Santos. Any of those folks here? Okay.

Lisa Edmund, Shoshana Cooper.
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MR. SANTOS: Mariano Santos. 1"m a resident of
Skokie since 1981, and 1 live on the street that
was marked Sherwin that should be Weber Lane in
Skokie.

Much has been said about the benefit of
this project, and obviously it"s very, very minimal
to the villagers who live in this great village,
which 1 like so much. And the cost benefit of this
project seems to be too obvious because the cost is
so enormous and the benefit is minimal, and there
is so much need for better public transportation
that we can allocate this money being allocated for
this project somewhere else.

When everything else is said and done, we
shouldn®t throw good money after bad. So much

money has already been invested in planning this

project, and it"s being rejected by the very people
that it"s supposed to serve.

So at the end of this session, 1 appeal to
the wisdom of the leaders of this village and the
executive of the CTA to just kind of junk this
project and let"s move on to a better project that
will benefit taxpayers. Thank you.

MS. WALLACE: Lisa Edmond, Samina Hussain, and
Shoshana Cooper.

MS. COOPER: Hi. Good evening. My name is
Shoshana Cooper. | have been a resident of Skokie

for 19 years, from 1990, September 1990. 1 moved
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here from West Rogers Park when my daughter was 5
and she graduated from Niles North High School in
2003.

I"m against the proposal. We used to have

a 64A and 97 bus and now we have a 201, 205. It
makes more sense to have a shuttle bus; and then,
if 1t does have to happen, it should not terminate
at the parking lot of Niles North High School. 1
live across the street from Niles North on Lavergne
and Old Orchard; and, in my opinion, the education
of the children is very important and should not be

compromised. And we had some -- it"s affecting the

football field, the tennis court or whatever, and
it"s putting the safety of our children at risk.
So we should scrap this proposal and look

at one like shuttle buses or something else. Thank
you.

MS. WALLACE: Lisa Edmond, Samina Hussain,
Angela Hankes.

MS. HUSSAIN: Good evening. My name is
Samina Hussain. 1 am actually a Morton Grove
resident, a District 67 parent, Niles North High
School parent. 1"m also a member of the
District 67 PTA, an active member, and I"m also on
the school board at District 67. And 1 have one
student in Niles North High School and two future
students.

I may be repeating myself, but like
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advertising, 1 think It"s necessary to repeat in
order to get a point across and to get -- create
the greatest impact. First of all, even though 1
do not live in the Skokie area, 1 do sympathize
with all the homeowners who will be affected by the
noise, the loss of privacy and reduction of
property value.

I1"m also highly concerned about the train

station being built in the high school parking lot
even iIf | did not have children there. |1 am a big
advocate of education and safety for the kids. |
would also be just as concerned even if I had no
children going there.

This is a repeat. The planning began in
2006 and it"s now close to 2009. Why are we
hearing about this now? 1 have been going to the
Niles North PTSA meetings for the last year on and
off, and I don"t remember this coming up until like
our meeting in September. And according to this
time line, it seems like this is a done deal. It
seems like to be completed in 2016. 1"m wondering
close to maybe when Chicago gets the Olympic bid?

The speaker also prior to this stated that
nowhere in the presentation was there any concrete
evidence, any data that supported that we needed
this train station. Based on my experience on the
school board and major projects in villages or

controversial projects, shouldn"t the environmental
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study and all other studies by committees be done
before the plan is rubber stamped by the board?

So what is this? Is this just a

formality? 1°m looking at your booklet. It says

that this public meeting is a requirement of the
Safety, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient
Transportation Equity Act. So are we going through
a formality here?

It seems like, and if you"ll excuse the
pun, this is just being railroaded through.

Finally, finally, finally, and 1"m going
to stress, how could anyone in their right mind
want to put a public train station and parking
garage in the middle of a public school? As the
speaker said before, it"s unconscionable.

I also went to Niles West High School, and
the amount of security at the high school is so
high compared to the days when 1 was a student that
District 219 has had to contract out for security
services. Now Niles North may be burdened to
require security staff around the station and
parking garage.

IT you haven"t driven around Niles North
lately, especially in the morning at dismissal
time, it"s extremely congested with not only the
traffic for the school --

MS. WALLACE: Thank you.

MS. HUSSAIN: -- but also all other kinds of
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traffic.

MS. WALLACE: Lisa Edmond, Angela Hankes,
Joel Hellman.

MS. HANKES: Hi. My name is Angela Hankes, and
I"m here representing the teachers at Niles North
High School.

I just want to say upfront that we are
adamantly against this. When 1 went around asking
my fellow colleagues what they thought about the
CTA placing a train terminal in our north parking
lot, the reactions | got were that of surprise,
disgust, disbelief. 1 had to say several, several
times, 1"m not joking, this is a serious thing that
may happen.

Everyone is appalled that the great high
school we have in Skokie, the reason people move to
our community, may be compromised by putting a
train terminal in our parking lot. And not only
that, the noise pollution that is going to occur
from these trains -- we all have heard trains.
They"re squeaky. They"re noisy. They"re loud. It
makes buildings vibrate. How are the students
going to concentrate? They"re having a hard time

concentrating now with the windows and the Edens
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Expressway. But putting a train station right

through our tennis courts, in our building, In our
baseball fields, it"s preposterous.

And 1 also have a personal stake in this
because 1 have two young daughters which will --
they will be attending Niles North High School in
the year 2016. My daughter here, Lauren, will be a
freshman in the fall of 2016; and my other daughter
will be a senior in the fall of 2016. |1 don"t want
to be part of that First pilot group that goes
through these safety issues with these people
coming into the parking lot of our school.

Safety is a huge, huge concern.
Compromising the educational system we have in
Skokie is truly something that needs to be thought
about.

And my last thought, don"t we have the 97
that goes from the Skokie Swift Dempster station to
the mall? That"s what the 97 is for. |It"s great.
I have used it. 1"m a graduate of Niles North. |
have lived in the Skokie practically my whole life.
There®s nothing wrong with the 97.

MS. WALLACE: Joel Hellman, Ross Mathee,

Jim Ridker.

MR. HELLMAN: Hi. My name is Joel Hellman.
For years, | was a regular rider of the CTA, and
now I*m a regular rider of the METRA. 1In order to
do that, to take the METRA, I have to walk a mile
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extra more than I would have to ride the CTA. So

I*"m not surprised one bit that the CTA has come up
with this plan. The CTA almost caused a divorce in
my family because it could never get me to where 1
was supposed to be on time to meet my wife.

You know, when 1 saw the drawing of where
this was, 1 originally thought, you know, the line
goes straight up the rail right-of-way, and then I
thought maybe the draftsman fell off his chair and
the line went off to the right. Then people
advised me that, oh, by the way, it happens to go
right to Old Orchard. So they have suggested why
it may have been that way.

I came here 45 minutes early to try to
find out what the CTA"s position was. |1 haven"t
heard one word from the CTA or from any of the
politicians here as to why this makes any sense.
So | wasted that time.

Unfortunately, 1 feel like 1"m having a

Barney Frank moment. Talking to the CTA is like

talking to the dining room table.

So 1 have left about a minute and, you
know, the one thing I want to say is I would like
everybody to remember Randy Roberts® name. |1 think
he has more courage than good sense. When voting
comes up next time, 1 want everybody to remember
what he"s done. 1 understand that the mayor is in
the room, and since 1 have about a minute left, 1
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would like him to answer -- 1"11 yield the floor

for him to answer, Does he promise to fight against
this plan as it"s structured? He"s gone? 1 got
about a minute and I would like to -- 1"m sorry,
will you promise to fight against this plan as hard
as you can?

MAYOR VAN DUSEN: I will be speaking when it"s
my turn.

A VOICE: He"s for it.

MR. HELLMAN: I think the voters are entitled.
I"m sorry, | think the voters are entitled to know
whether or not you are for or against this, whether
you fight against it. So I"m waiting. 1"m waiting
for an answer. We have 30 seconds. 1"m waiting.

MS. WALLACE: We"re calling the speakers in the

order --

MR. HELLMAN: Any other politicians? Does
Ms. Schakowsky®"s representative want to say
anything, for or against? We got 15 seconds.
Sorry.

MS. WALLACE: Jim Ridker and Saul Santos.

MR. MATHEE: Good evening, everybody. My name
is Ross Mathee. 1"m a resident of Skokie. 1 live
down the road here. 1 have three children.

I came to this meeting with an open mind
towards Improving our transportation in this area.
And anybody who drives the Edens Expressway at any
time knows that it is a nightmare. | don®t think

Appendix K_092309 CTA Yellow Line Skokie
anybody in this room would argue that.

I do have to tell you that 1 have come to
the conclusion that, upon hearing and seeing the
designs, 1"m absolutely against it. And the reason
why is because of the location of the end at a high
school. It is inappropriate. It"s not of
sufficient space, in my mind. A parking garage is
only going to bring things up and not make things
less congested in that area.

I think I support our elected officials.

I believe that they have done a fine job. 1 think
I very much support their efforts and the CTA"s

efforts iIn putting a CTA rail station at Oakton. 1
think that is a huge advantage for the village. 1
think that is a step forward for this village. 1
think, ultimately, the quality of education and
this project is what this is coming down to.

Who is going to be served by this? |1
believe the courthouse is ultimately the
destination. If that is the destination, we need
to figure out how to get it under the Edens
Expressway or over the Edens Expressway. It does
not need to end at the high school. That is the
easiest way for this plan to be executed. That is
the reason why that proposal is being put forth.

I am in favor of working with the CTA, our
elected officials, and all of our residents on a
plan that will not put this station at the high
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school. Thank you all very much. Have a good

evening.

MS. WALLACE: Jim Ridker, Saul Santos,
Michael McNicholas.

MR. RIDKER: My name is Jim Ridker. | have
been a Skokie resident for the last six years, and
I have a daughter who"s a senior at Niles North and

a son who will enter in another couple years.

This plan, at least as presented in this
brief document, is inadequate and, as such, |
oppose it. There"s an awful lot missing from this.
Certainly, the primary consideration is the safety
of our students, particularly as it would relate to
having to deal with the parking issues on the
school campus. The distraction of our students
while this would be under construction and once iIn
operation would be a problem.

This narrowly written piece fails to
provide us any information of a cost benefit
analysis, what kind of ridership there would be on
the line, what kind of traffic burden it would
alleviate off of our streets. It doesn™t identify
what kind of revenue boost this might be to the
mall and, in turn, what enhancement this might be
to our tax base. And perhaps there wouldn®"t be
sufficient financial benefits to justify this.

I think we have a responsibility as
residents of this area to think of ourselves as
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being -- needing to be part of some long-term

transportation plan. This does not seem to relate
to any long-term plan. This area is going to grow

more dense over the years, and we"re going to have

to have ways of moving people from the suburbs into
the city, from the city out to jobs in the suburbs.
This doesn™"t appear to address those concerns.

Issues have been brought up about traffic
management. That would be an expense. There are
land use concerns. This would take land away from
the school. We haven®t had any -- heard any
discussion, if that were to be the case, what the
school would get by way of compensation. | thank
you.

MS. WALLACE: Saul Santos, Michael McNicholas,
and Carolyn Andrews.

MR. SANTOS: Hi. My name is Saul Santos. 1
have been a Skokie resident for about nine years.

I totally oppose this project. Listen, 1
work for the largest software company in the world.
It"s easy to figure out who. And as a software
designer, I'm a software architect as well, 1
design and 1 spend countless hours designing
software, designing Web sites that are COPA
compliant so our Kkids, you know, are protected when
they access Web sites or our software.

By the same token, as an architect and as
a designer, it"s beyond my mind who could conceive
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such a broken design. It"s beyond my mind to think
about a train station in a school. And I would
like to ask CTA, who was your designer? Because I
will gladly sit with them and give them training in
one area that 1 think they lack, and that is common
sense. Thank you.

MR. McNICHOLAS: Hello. My name is
Michael McNicholas. [I1°"m a resident of Skokie nine
years -- I"m sorry, can you hear me now?
Michael McNicholas. | have been a resident of the
community for nine years, 1 believe, and worked
here 25.

I came here with an open mind. |1 wanted
to hear both sides, and I have listened to both
sides; and 1 have to ask, is the potential benefit
I see -- | see the LPA has the potential benefit of
bringing passengers more quickly to the courthouse
and to the shopping center. But 1 also see that
this LPA has an actual detriment to the high
school .

The reason that this area has flourished
is that people -- the history of this village is
that people have valued the schools. They have

brought their children -- they brought their

children to this suburb basically so that their
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children could get a better education.
District 219 and the feeder districts, the reason
for them -- people paying the taxes that they do is
so that they can get a great education.

By harming the schools, you kill the goose
that lays the golden eggs. You make it so that
there"s no there there. You make it so that we --
why would you live here if the schools are going to
be dangerous or places where people cannot learn?
Making schools worse off will cause people possibly
to flee. People have talked about the property
values going down. And then it will possibly make
the shopping center worse off because there won"t
be people here to shop in the shopping center.

So 1 just see that it"s a bad idea as
everybody else -- well, with the exception of what
a very few people have said. This is a
structurally flawed idea, and it doesn"t have the
benefit of actually doing any good. So why spend
money 1If you®"re not going to do any good?

If you want to support the courthouse and
you want to bring people into the courthouse, send

the track that way. |If you want to send people to
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the mall, send the track that way. But just

leaving it in the middle where it benefits nobody

and actually harms the high school hurts everybody.
MS. WALLACE: Carolyn Andrews and

Allison Zidek.
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MS. ANDREWS: Good evening. My name is
Carolyn Andrews. 1°ve lived for 22 years in
Skokie. 1 do not have any children at Niles North,
but 1 do treat the children of Niles North and
their families. |1 also work for the military.
I"m concerned about the noise pollution.

This is big. We"re talking about schools and

safety. 1 concur with everyone who is opposed to
this plan. 1 definitely oppose this plan. It
affects me directly. 1 might have to move. |1 love
my home. 1 have people move here. | encourage

everyone to come here. We have peace. We have
privacy. We have people that have shift work. We
have a 24-hour society. We have people sleeping in
the daytime. How many nights of sleep are you
going to go without before you move?

We"re talking about our health. I™m a
sleep specialist. 50 percent of the population has

a sleep disorder, and that®"s without the train

outside your back door. This is a severe issue.

I want to know how many trains are
running. |1 want to know how often they“re running.
I want to know how many times the horn is blown. 1
can hear it eight blocks away from Dempster as it
is right now. | would not be able to sleep. |
don"t know how many other people will not be able
to sleep.

And, yes, your property value may go down.
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Yes, you may have other things going on and the
safety issues with the school. It"s absolutely
significant if your children can"t sleep at night.
They"re not going to be able to study, focus or
anything else. Health is affected by sleep. How
many nights without sleep would it take for you to
lose? How many nights of Ambien do you need before
you say, We need to move, we can"t stay here
anymore? 1°m serious.

Please get rid of this plan. Let"s run
the buses just as often as the trains. Let"s run
them every 8 minutes, every 11 minutes, whatever
you need. The buses will do the job. |1 love this
town. 1 want everyone in this room to stay in this

town, and I want lots of people to fill the 11

houses for sale in my neighborhood. Thank you.

MS. ZIDEK: Hi. My name is Allison Zidek. 1
actually -- my parents actually moved here when 1
was nine months old because of the school system.
I have come back to Skokie and bought my parents”
house, added on a nice addition. 1 happen to live
right by Carolyn. So we are blocks away from the
proposed site.

The noise pollution obviously bothers me,
but I"m concerned about the safety of the students.
I1"m also the Jane Stenson School®s PTA president.
This is going right through all of our backyards,

right through the school area. Children will be
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affected by this all over, for Jane Stenson
especially, and Niles North. This is -- 1 just
can"t even imagine what -- even bring this to
people®s minds to terminate it in a school parking
lot. 1t"s ridiculous.

My biggest question, though, is where is
the need? The 97 bus for anybody who takes it is
empty all the time.

VOICES: Yes.
MS. ZIDEK: Where is the need? Who needs to go

from Dempster to Old Orchard? If the buses were

filled, packed like -- 1 used to live at Irving
Park and Lake Shore Drive. Our buses, the 145, 1
would stand like this. |If | saw that need, 1 would
say, Go for it. But the buses are empty. If the
buses aren"t being used, why would a train be used?

I implore you to look into these matters.
Tell us. Maybe we"re missing something; but it
can"t possibly end in the school parking lot. 1
don"t want it to go through my neighborhood, but if
there was a good reason, | might consider it.

I, too, came here looking for what both
sides were. | don"t see any positives at all, and
I haven"t been provided with any reasons for why we
need this. Thank you very much, and think of our
children.

MS. WALLACE: Mayor Van Dusen.

MAYOR VAN DUSEN: Thank you. 1 appreciate the
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opportunity to be able to speak this evening. |1
think we"ve all heard the sentiment of the
residents, and I would urge the CTA to reconsider
the Niles North alternative.

The residents 1 think do -- the residents
I think 1 have articulated the reasons why they are

so concerned. | can"t express it any better than

they have.

I would like to ask the CTA not only to
abandon the Niles North alternative but to
reconsider the western alternative or preferably
what is called the Bus Rapid Transit Alternative.

Let me just explain a couple of things for
everybody here because the questions have come up.
I don"t get a pension, not a big pension for what
I*"m doing. Take my word for it. Contrary to the
gentleman, I"m not getting a job at Westfield. 1™'m
not interested in a job at Westfield. 1 appreciate
the sentiment.

Within the next 10 to 15 years, if our
population continues to grow as it has in the
region, and we"re seeing that in Skokie, our
roadway traffic is going to be increased
25 percent. That will be strangulation. It will
deter economic development.

What I"m asked when people want to come to
the village, future residents as well as developers

is, Are you going to extend the Swift?
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I understand where you®"re coming from on
the Niles North alternative. You make sense. |

agree with you. We"re fine there. But we“ve got

to find a way to extend it. Somebody said the
Swift ridership is down. That is totally wrong.
The ridership, in fact, is the highest of any of
the lines in the CTA. 18 percent higher than the
Brown Line. [It"s important that we look -- you"re
saying no? It is.

A VOICE: Dempster.

A VOICE: Mr. Mayor, where do you get these
statistics?

MAYOR VAN DUSEN: We get these statistics every
month.

A VOICE: Sometimes it"s empty.

A VOICE: Let him speak.

MAYOR VAN DUSEN: 1"m simply sharing with you
the factual information. You can disagree if you
wish.

The point of the fact is that the CTA
Yellow Line is up 18 percent. There is an appetite
if rapid transit is convenient and it"s affordable
to use it. We are finding that the CTA, generally
speaking, is up this last year far and a half the
5 percent across the line despite the fact that gas
prices have been going down. We went from 4.25 a

gallon down to 2.65, I think it was on my way over
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tonight. So people will use it.

The alternative that we have been
presented with obviously doesn"t have support.
Let"s abandon it. But the bus rapid transit I
think provides an alternative or, or, or a western
alternative on the track.

VOICES: No.

MAYOR VAN DUSEN: That"s fine.

VOICES: No.

MAYOR VAN DUSEN: 1 listened to everybody
tonight.

A VOICE: You"re our mayor.

MAYOR VAN DUSEN: That"s right. And my job is
to try and do what 1 hope is in the best interest
of the future -- you disagree -- the future of the
Village of Skokie.

I*m support the bus rapid transit. That"s
my preferred alternative, but we"ve got to think
about the future. All of us. |1 saw the parking
lot tonight. [It"s jam packed. Thank you for
coming, but it"s jam packed. Those are all
automobiles that are on the road. 37,000 cars a
day, according to IDOT, come pass the Skokie Swift.

I can only imagine what the counts must be on
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Skokie Boulevard, McCormick Avenue.
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I listened to the complaints from

residents about traffic pulling off Skokie
Boulevard, pulling off McCormick, and using side
streets as their bypass. There"s a reason why
that"s happening.

So what 1 ask is let"s think of what the
alternatives are. We"ll move on. It"s not my
final decision, but 1 would urge the CTA, let"s
move on from Niles North. Let"s find an
alternative. But my friends, we"ve got to do it.

And 1 know some of you don"t agree.

That"s fine. And I"m willing to listen to what you
do have. |If you have alternatives, share them with
me. You have shared your ideas tonight with the
CTA, and 1"m proud to say that not only has it been
a civil discourse -- I wish the national talking
heads could have been here to listen. It was
civil. It was reasoned; but also you gave some
alternatives and you expressed what alternatives
you would support.

So | appreciate you coming tonight, your
patience. | know it hasn"t been easy sitting here,

listening, but thank you. | appreciate your

attention.

MS. WALLACE: AIll right. Thanks so much for
all your input tonight. It"s an important part of
the process. We"ll review them all.

I do want to let you know that Skokie
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comments are due by October 27th. So if you didn"t

want to come up and talk or you didn"t have the
chance to say all you wanted to say, we do
encourage you to submit comments. You can do that

at this e-mail address. You can send an e-mail or

a fax.
MS. GALE: I had a card and 1 was not called to
speak. In fact, 1 was mentioned in the first few

minutes of the meeting as one of the people who has
given a card. Meryl Gale.

MS. WALLACE: Okay. |1 didn"t see that.

MS. GALE: 1 stayed this late so that 1 could
speak. They mentioned my name in the opening
remarks to the audience.

MR. AKBAR: Begin to speak.

MS. GALE: Good evening. My name is
Meryl Gale. 1"m the president of the Golf School
District 67 Board of Education. I*m also a

concerned parent of a Niles North High School
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freshman. 1 would like to know why the Locally
Preferred Alternative is preferred?

Looking around the room, a formerly well
attended meeting, it seems that many locals
actually oppose this alternative. At least 350
local residents have signed a petition against this
project. Are there any data to suggest that more
local people prefer this plan? If so, who are
they? Where are they? How did the CTA come up
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with this title?

I would like to believe that we live in a
democracy. |If we want to say that a particular
alternative is really what the local people prefer,
can we decide this important issue in a local
referendum? This way we would know which
alternative is actually supported by the local
community. That is, of course, after the
Environmental Impact Statement is made public.

Until then, let"s refer to this so-called
Locally Preferred Alternative as what it actually
appears to be: The locally opposed alternative.

By the way, could we have a show of hands?
How many people here would support a referendum

ballot on whether the proposed train should be

115

built?

In conclusion, considering what I have
heard this evening, pending further data, the CTA
proposal is simply not in the best interest of this
community nor of its children. That"s all 1 have
to say. Thank you.

MS. WALLACE: You can submit your written
comments by e-mail.

Thanks
again for coming tonight. Thank you.
