AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING

THE BIO WATCH PROGRAM



WHEREAS, The United States Department of Homeland Security Office of Health Affairs (“DHS/OHA”) was created in part to lead in developing, supporting, measuring, and refining a scientifically rigorous, intelligence-based medical and biodefense system; and

WHEREAS, DHS/OHA has established a bio-surveillance program known as Bio Watch in which the Chicago Transit Authority (“Authority”) has participated in cooperation with the City of Chicago (“City”); and

WHEREAS, DHS/OHA entered into a memorandum of understanding with the City in support of “DHS/OHA Strategic Objective 2.2: Prevent, Detect, and Protect Against Biological Attacks,” to test and evaluate Bio Watch Generation-3.0 technologies in both the indoor and outdoor programs; and


WHEREAS, Bio Watch Generation-3 technologies are intended to enhance the detection of intentionally released biological agents; and

WHEREAS, Earlier detection of intentionally released biological agents will increase the safety and well being of Authority customers and employees; and

WHEREAS, The Authority will undertake the necessary site preparation work and installation of the test units on Authority property to enable the testing and evaluation of Bio Watch Generation-3.0 technologies; and  

WHEREAS, DHS/OHA has provided funding for such testing and evaluation to the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (“IEPA””) pursuant to DHS Grant 2006-ST-091-000025-04; and
 
WHEREAS, Pursuant to the Intergovernmental Cooperation Act, 5 ILCS 220/1, et seq. IEPA and the Authority are authorized to enter into an agreement under which the IEPA will fund the site preparation work performed by the Authority; now therefore:
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SECTION 1.   The Chicago Transit Board hereby authorizes entry into an Intergovernmental Agreement (“IGA”) with the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency regarding the Bio Watch Program.  


SECTION 2.  The Chairman of the Chicago Transit Board, or his designee, is hereby authorized to enter into an IGA substantially in the form attached as Exhibit A hereto, which commences upon execution and terminates no later than March 31, 2011; provides that the Authority will undertake the necessary site preparation work and installation of the test units on Authority property to enable the testing and evaluation of Bio Watch Generation-3.0 technologies and provides that the IEPA will pay the Authority its actual costs for such work in a sum not to exceed One Hundred Seventy-five Thousand Dollars ($175,000). 

SECTION 3.    This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage.
