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Notes
Slow zones in January 2015 had a net decline of more than 2,500 feet.  Slow zones in January as a 
percentage of the entire L system were 8.5% for the month, down from 8.8% in December.  The CTA 
completed track renewal work on the Blue Line’s Forest Park branch, rail tie replacement between 
Belmont and Logan Square on the O’Hare branch, and removed slow zones following the completion of 
station work at Damen, also on the O’Hare branch. Slow zones in the Red Line State Street subway were 
put into place for rail improvement work south of the North/Clybourn station.
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
